Minutes

Town Board Meeting

December 8, 2003 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting of the town board to order at 7:00pm.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  The clerk verified public notice of the meeting.

Neil Ambourn made a motion to approve the minutes from the previous meeting as written.  Jack Erickson seconded the motion, which carried.

Reports on Town Correspondence included a request from the Burnett County Citizen’s Patrol to include an information/membership form in the town’s tax statements.  After discussion, it was decided that the town of Sand Lake supports the Citizen’s Patrol with an annual donation, but that it would be inappropriate to include their request in the tax statements.  

Reports from town officers and employees: Chairman Neil Ambourn reported on a request from the County Highway Department for towns to write to their state representatives about the highway maintenance cuts, and to request that the normal maintenance schedule be reinstated.  Clerk Peggy Tolbert volunteered to compose a letter. Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had finalized the figures that Wausau Insurance Agency needed for the town’s worker’s compensation, automobile, general liability and public officials’ liability policies.  She had met with Doug Ecklund, the new account representative.  Peggy also had attended the Mill Rate workshop at the government center and completed the mill rate worksheets.  The final reports will be certified shortly.  Peggy had contacted the County Human Resources department about their policies and procedures manual as well as the County Highway Department’s union contract.  These documents will aid in writing an up to date job and benefits description for the town’s road employees.  Peggy also reminded the board of the February 17, 2004 presidential preference and primary election. Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported that as of 11/10/03 the balance of the checking account was $49,256.52, with deposits of $22,218.17 and expenses of $37,877.12 and that the equipment fund balance was $21,843.23. Supervisor Jim Tolbert reported that a town resident had contacted him concerning current ATV rules.  Discussion of ATV regulations ensued – no ATV use on town roads is allowed, fall use only on most ATV trails (8ft or wider) is allowed, and summer use only is allowed on state funded trails.  Jim also reported that he would be filing the required WISLR report by the end of the year.  Employee Dale Halonie reported that the wash out on Olson Road had been stabilized.  He had been winterizing the trucks.  All of the town roads had been graded prior to the first snow.  After the snow during Thanksgiving week, roads had been plowed and sanded.  He had also marked Mallard Lake Cut Across right of way clearance.  After discussion, it was decided that the raise that the board had authorized for Dale during the budgeting process would be effective 11/10/03.  

Matters for discussion and possible action: Clerk Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment, a list is attached.  Jim Tolbert made a motion to approve payment of all bills; Jack Erickson seconded the motion, which carried.  Derek Zeiler from US Bank presented the loan documents for signature on the purchase of the new dump truck (this action was moved to the top of the agenda).  He then presented Treasurer Marlene Halonie with a check for $85,000.  It was decided to deposit these funds in the town’s checking account and to issue a check to Meyer Truck for $62,993.17 as soon as delivery of the truck to Monroe (for installation of accessories) had been confirmed.  The petition from the Pavilicek family for the discontinuance of a town road was reviewed.  The board supports the petition, but in order to meet state statutes, a legal description of the road is needed.  Jim Tolbert volunteered to contact the Pavilicek family and revise the petition so that it meets the statutes.  Jim Tolbert reported that there was no report on the transfer of a section of Angeline Road to the St. Croix Band of Ojibwe.  

The meeting was adjourned at 9:30pm.  The next town board meeting will be on January 12, 2004 at 7pm.
