Minutes – Special Town Meeting

October 27, 2003 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting of the town board to order at 7pm.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Clerk Peggy Tolbert. 

Peggy Tolbert presented the budget worksheet for board review.  As the board reviewed anticipated revenues and proposed expenditures for 2004, Jim Tolbert made adjustments to the proposed budget.  Because of concerns about future legislative action, it was decided to keep the 2004 tax at same or slighter higher than it had been in 2003 and to maintain road work at $150,000. The board also decided to budget $10,000 to replenish the equipment fund that will be drawn down for the purchase of the new dump truck and to budget $20,000 carry over into 2005.  Neil Ambourn noted that the County Highway Department had received a 3% raise for 2004.  A motion was made by Jim Tolbert to raise Dale’s hourly wage from $13.25 to $13.75, in keeping with the County’s increase.  Jack Erickson seconded the motion, and the motion carried.

After all adjustments to revenue and expenses were made, the proposed tax levy for 2004 is $203,270.03.  The mill rate for the assessed property valuation of $51,596,000 is 0.003939647 (increase of 1.60%).

The public budget hearing and special town meeting to adopt the 2004 tax levy will be held Monday, November 10 at 7pm, with the regular town meeting to follow.
