Minutes
Chairman, Neil Ambourn called the Town Meeting to order at 7:01pm.  All officers were present.  Neil asked for verification of the notice for this meeting; Peggy Tolbert confirmed the notice was posted as required.  Ro Endresen made a motion to accept the minutes from the February 12 Town Board Meeting as written.  Jim Tolbert seconded the motion, which carried

Report on Town Correspondence: Chair Neil Ambourn received a request from the County Surveyor’s Office about road projects planned for 2007.  After discussion a tour of Town Roads was planned for Monday, April 2 at 8am.  Neil had also received a request from Northwest Regional Planning about upcoming projects that they might be able to help with.
Reports from Town Officers and employees: Clerk Peggy Tolbert reported that she had completed the Form CT in the coming month and was preparing for the upcoming Spring Election. Treasurer Marlene Halonie reported the deposits for the month were $360,357.09 and expenses were $31795.68. Supervisor Ro Endresen reported on the rezoning request resident Don Button presented to the County Zoning Office.  His request had been denied but was going to be considered again.  Supervisor Jim Tolbert asked if the owner of the dog discussed last month had purchased the license.  Dale reported that he had. Road Employee Dale Halonie reported that weight restrictions had been posted.
Matters for discussion and possible action:

Community Bank:  Tim Gerber (who had requested making this presentation) was not present at the meeting.
Possible Road Projects: Road Tour scheduled for 8 am, Monday, April.  Peggy Tolbert will post as a special meeting. Possible projects include: fabric and gravel for end of Normans Landing Road; Schrider Road; finishing graveling of Gaslyn Road; Madsen Road; more seal coating.
Spring Election: Peggy Tolbert reminded the Board that the Spring Election is on April 3.  In addition to election of Town Board Officers there will be School Board elections for Webster and Siren Schools, as well as State Election for a judicial seat.
Annual Meeting, April 10: In addition to the regular and required agenda items, the agenda for the Annual Meeting will include: the comprehensive planning project that the Town will be participating in; an update on the property assessment done last year; review of last year’s accomplishments.  New officers will also be sworn in.
Road Employee update: Dale Halonie reported that he had surgery on his back and was recuperating well.  He hopes to be back at work by April.
Pay bills - Bills were presented for payment – Ro Endresen made a motion to pay all bills; Jim Tolbert seconded the motion which carried.
