Town of Sand Lake

Minutes – Town Board Meeting

August 11, 2003 – 7pm

Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting of the town board to order at 7pm.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were Treasurer Marlene Halonie and Clerk Peggy Tolbert.  Motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting was made by Neil Ambourn and seconded by Jack Erickson.

Peggy Tolbert gave the clerk’s report and reported that she had completed the quarterly payroll reports – federal, state and unemployment. Marlene Halonie gave the treasurer’s report and reported that as of July 14 there had been deposits of  $84,548.42 ($1928.45 in shared revenue and $62,978.96 in school levy tax credit) and expenses of $17,142.32.  The checkbook balance was $163,099.53 and the equipment fund balance was $11,808.86 (interest paid was $5.01). 

Dennis Winslow was present at the meeting at the request of the board to discuss the sale of the old town shop property for $1 and 100 bales of hay.  It was agreed that Mr. Winslow would be responsible for any recording fees.  Following discussion, Mr. Winslow accepted the board’s offer and paid $1.  Dale Halonie had already received most of the hay bales.  Jim Tolbert will complete the transfer paperwork and will forward on to Mr. Winslow to be filed.

The request from Burnett County for each town to designate a dog lister was discussed.  A motion to designate Marlene Halonie as the official dog lister was made by Neil Ambourn and seconded by Jack Erickson.  The motion passed.

Purchase of a new dump truck was then discussed.  Jack Erickson reviewed the specifications that he sent to 5 dealers.  As of the meeting, 4 of the dealers had submitted bids.  The salesman from La Crosse was present at the meeting to answer questions.  All bids were higher than had been anticipated and the trade in value of the current dump truck was lower than expected. The La Crosse salesman guaranteed a trade allowance for the current dump truck with an option for the town to sell it outright for a higher price. Following lengthy discussion of the basic truck, transmissions, motors, and accessories a motion was made by Neil Ambourn, and seconded by Jim Tolbert, to accept the bid from La Crosse if, after receiving the final bid by August 14, it was still the lowest.  Jim Tolbert then made a motion to proceed with financing at US Bank or dealer financing, whichever had the lowest interest rate, once a purchase agreement had been signed.  Neil Ambourn seconded the motion that then passed.

Progress on Norman’s Landing Road (TRIP project) and Gaslyn Lake Road was discussed.  Weight restrictions will be in place on Norman’s Landing Road to allow for the cold mix pavement to set up. County Highway Department will begin working on the remainder of Gaslyn Lake Road, and will bill the town next year.

Jim Tolbert reported that he had just received communication from the St. Croix Tribe and the BIA concerning Angeline Boulevard.  He will review their letter and enclosures and report at the September board meeting.

It was agreed that shingles for the new town hall roof should be architectural style, 40 year.  Marlene and Peggy will order the shingles later this week from SCT Lumber. Jim Tolbert had made arrangements for a 30yard dumpster BFI.  Swenson Construction will be replacing the town hall roof the week prior to Labor Day.

Neil Ambourn reviewed the response received from the chairman of the Town of Jackson regarding the cost of paving of the Sand Lake portion of Mallard Lake Road.  The Town of Jackson will accept responsibility for this cost.  However, they request that the cooperative arrangement of plowing certain sections of Jackson and Sand Lake town roads be discontinued.  Neil Ambourn asked Peggy Tolbert to acknowledge receipt of the letter, indicating acceptance of their proposal to discontinue the reciprocal arrangement, and to bring to their attention that the portion of Corbin Road in the Town of Sand Lake is a private road. Copies of all correspondence are filed in the clerk’s office.

Neil Ambourn reported that the permit process for repairing (riprap and raising the road bed by 12”) the section of Viola Lake Road which is under water had been initiated.  

Dale Halonie gave the road report: he worked with the County Highway Department on Gaslyn Lake Road seeding and mulching.  He also patched blacktop, graded and mowed township roads

Marlene Halonie presented bills for payment; all were reviewed and approved.

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Jack Erickson.

The next town board meeting will be Monday, September 8 at 7pm.
