Town of Sand Lake

Minutes – Town Board Meeting

June 9 – 7pm

The meeting of the town board was called to order at 7pm by chairman Neil Ambourn.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were treasurer Marlene Halonie and clerk Peggy Tolbert.  Motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting was made by Jim Tolbert and seconded by Jack Erickson.

Peggy Tolbert gave the clerk’s report and reported that the Board of Review had been held on May 19 and that no objections had been heard.  The assessed value of all real and personal property in the town of Sand Lake is  $51,596,000.  Assesor Marvin Nordquist was paid for the first year of his two year contract. Peggy also reported on the Town Officials Workshop that she attended on May 13.  A letter of agreement was sent to Nancy Knutsen regarding the replacement of her fence.   A contract was drawn up for the repair of the town hall roof with Mark Swenson, Swenson Construction.  Bids for dumpsters still need to be researched.  Marlene Halonie gave the treasurer’s report and reported that as of June 9 there had been deposits of  $384.04 and expenses of $17,994.46.  The checkbook balance was $98,546 and the equipment fund balance was $11,798.84.  Following the treasurer’s report, bills were paid.

Dale Halonie gave the road report: Gaslyn Road was washed out by beaver dams several times necessitating removal of the beaver dam, signage about the road closure on Viola Lake Road was addressed, gravel was hauled to Emerson and Birch Lake Roads, pot hole patching started, and stumps were buried.

Future road projects were discussed including the TRIP project to pave 1-mile of Norman’s Landing Road south of Gaslyn Lake Road.  A request for bids will be published in the newspaper and bids will be opened at the July board meeting. The need for some road preparation (2” of gravel) prior to the start of paving was discussed.  Jack Erickson will coordinate this work with the County highway department.  Jack Erickson brought up the need to replace the town’s dump truck.  After discussion, it was decided that a special town meeting will be held at 8pm on July 12 to discuss the purchase and financing of a new truck.  Jack Erickson will put together a spec sheet on the truck that will be published in a request for bids to be opened at the August meeting.  Jim Tolbert will research financing options to be discussed at the special town meeting in July.

The request from Christine Pavlicek for the town to formally abandon a section of road that serves as her driveway was discussed. Following discussion, it was decided that Neil Ambourn will contact her about the procedure.  

A town website was discussed.  Jim Tolbert presented an overview of the possible contents of the website.  Following discussion it was decided to present the idea at the annual town meeting.

Liquor license renewals had been received from Mallard Lake Resort and the Hunter’s Inn, as well as operator’s licenses, and a cigarette vendor’s license from Hunter’s Inn.  Neil Ambourn, seconded by Jim Tolbert, made a motion to approve the applications. Motion was carried.  

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Jack Erickson.

The next town board meeting will be Monday, July 14 at 7pm.  The regular meeting will adjourn for the special town meeting at 8pm.  The regular meeting will re-adjourn following the special meeting.
