Minutes - Town Board Meeting

May 12, 2003

The meeting of the town board was called to order at 7pm by chairman Neil Ambourn.  Supervisors Jack Erickson and Jim Tolbert were present as were treasurer Marlene Halonie and clerk Peggy Tolbert.  Motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting was made by Jack Erickson, seconded by Jim Tolbert.  The motion was carried.

Marlene Halonie gave the treasurer’s report and reported that as of May12, 2003 there had been $19,640.79 in deposits and $10,153.35 in expenses, leaving a checkbook balance of $116,540.46.  The equipment fund balance is $11,791.57.  Peggy Tolbert reported that the liquor license renewal applications had been sent out.  She also reported that she would be attending the University of Wisconsin Extension workshop for new town officials on May 13.  She also reminded the board that Board of Review was scheduled for May 19 6-8pm, with open book from 4-6pm.

The request was heard from the Nancy Knutsen family for the town to replace illegal fencing removed during road construction in 2002.  After discussion, Jim Tolbert made a motion that the town road crew place fence posts along Gaslyn Lake Road and Normans Landing Road, according to state statutes for legal fences.  Assistance from the property owner would be required to place and align the posts and the property owner would be responsible for providing the posts.  Installation of the fence posts would be completed by the end of July 2003.  The property owner would be responsible for installing fence wire. Jack Erickson seconded the motion and it was carried. Peggy Tolbert will send a letter of understanding to the Knutsen family.

Dale Halonie gave the road report: Brushing was finished on Fristed Road; town roads were graded; equipment serviced; stumps buried on Gaslyn Lake Road.  The County Highway Department was working on Gaslyn Lake Road stumping, as it was possible.

Future road projects were discussed – completion of Gaslyn Lake Road from Emerson to the Mallard Lake Cutoff Road, TRIP project of repaving 1 mile of Normans Landing Road, possibility of pulverizing or chip sealing sections of Whistler Road, other chip sealing projects, and gravel crushing.  The flooded portion of Viola Lake Road was discussed in relationship to several WISDOT grant programs, as well as the need for proper road closed signage.  No action was taken. Jim Tolbert reported that he and Dale had driven all of the town roads, noting corrections and updates for the Paser Road evaluation.  These will be an agenda item for the June board meeting.  Jim Tolbert reported that he is still gathering information on PermaZyme. 

Bids were opened for reroofing of the Town Hall.  Bids were received from Brown Construction & Roofing (Spooner), Lucas Construction (Spooner), Construction Unlimited (Hertel), and Swenson Construction (Siren). Jack Erickson made a motion to accept the low bid of $4,000 by Swenson Construction. The motion was seconded by Jim Tolbert, and was carried.  Peggy Tolbert will draw up a contract stipulating that the work include clean up of the job site and placing the shingles in the dumpster to be 
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provided by the town.  Also a certificate of insurance naming the town as additional insured for workman’s compensation and liability will be required.  All work to be completed by 9/31/03.  Jim Tolbert had received bids for dumpsters, but it was decided to get bids on 30-yard dumpsters before making a decision.  The town will be purchasing shingles and other needed materials for this project.

In other business, Jim Tolbert reported on the meetings of the Webster Fire Association and the Wisconsin Towns Association.  Volunteers requesting assistance with cleaning up the Viola Lake Turnout will be referred to the Adopt-a-Highway program.  An offer for clean fill was declined.  A request to gravel a private road was denied. After bills were paid, a motion was made by Jim Tolbert to adjourn the meeting.  Jack Erickson seconded, and the motion was carried.  The next town board meeting is Monday, June 9 at 7pm.
