Minutes - Town Board Meeting

April 8, 2003

The regular monthly board meeting for the Town of Sand Lake was held immediately following the annual Town Meeting on Tuesday, April 8, 2003.  Newly elected officials read and then signed the oaths of office: Neil Ambourn – Chairman, Jack Erickson – Supervisor, Jim Tolbert – Supervisor, Marlene Halonie – Treasurer, and Peggy Tolbert – Clerk.

The monthly treasurer’s report had been read during the Annual Town Meeting.  Marlene Halonie reported the checkbook balance as of 3/31/03 was $103,055.55 and the equipment balance was $11,784.31.  Outgoing clerk Janna Mulroy reported that she was finishing up her duties, including filing Form C with the state.  Peggy Tolbert reported that assessor Marv Nordquist had contacted her about setting a date for the Board of Review – Monday, May 19 from 4-8pm was chosen (Open Book will precede).  It was decided that Jack Erickson, Jim Tolbert and Peggy Tolbert would attend the WisLine teleconference series – Conducting the Annual Board of Review on May 6.  Peggy Tolbert will also be attending a training session for newly elected municipal officials, May 13, in Rice Lake.

Dale Halonie reported on road projects during March: brushing was finished on Mallard Lake Cut Across Road, Gaslyn Lake Road, and Fristed Road.  Snow plowing was done once.

The board discussed road projects for 2003.  Possible projects include: segment 6 -11 (Whistler Road) – pulverize existing blacktop & add gravel; segment 28 -11 (Sand Lake Road) – complete reconstruction project; segment 19 -18 (Gaslyn Road) – reconstruct as gravel road; segment 15 -10 (Mallard Lake Cut Across) – reconstruct as gravel road; segment 9 –20 (Norman’s Landing Road) – black top project (TRIPP)

The need for a Town of Sand Lake sign ordinance was discussed. It was decided that the potential risk was not enough to pursue passing an ordinance that would be difficult to enforce.

Repairs and maintenance of the Dongola School (Sand Lake Town Hall) were discussed. $5,000 is included in the 2003 budget for roof replacement.  After discussion, it was decided to seek bids for shingle removal and replacement.  To cut costs, the Town will purchase the shingles, and make arrangements for trash hauling.  Bids from roofing contractors and trash haulers will be considered at the next Board meeting.  Marlene and Peggy were asked to choose shingle style and color. Cleaning out the basement while a dumpster was on site was also discussed. It was decided that the basement was unsuitable for record storage and that shelving could be built on the main floor for this purpose.

Bills were reviewed and paid. Following a motion by (Neil), and a second by (Jim), the meeting was adjourned.  The next Board meeting is Monday, May 12, 7pm at the Sand Lake Town Hall.
