Minutes
1. Call to order: The November 12, 2008 meeting of the Plan Commission of the Town of Sand Lake was called to order at 7:07 p.m. by Chair Larry Blahauvietz.
2. Roll call: Plan Commission members present: Jim Tolbert, Duane Emery, Melanie Johnson, and Larry Blahauvietz. Plan Commission members absent: Ed Weber.

3. Public notice of meeting: Plan Commission Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed meeting was posted as required.
4. Approval of agenda order: Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Melanie Johnson.  Motion carried.
5. Approval of minutes: Motion to approve minutes of October 22, 2008, meeting was made by Duane Emery, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried
6. Public comments: none.
7. Plan Commission member comments: Jim Tolbert reminded the commission about the town website address, and a Plan Commission email address
8. Report from County Comprehensive Planning Commission meeting: Town of Sand Lake representative Melanie Connor submitted a written report for the commission to review. Jim Tolbert said that he will approach Town Board about additional per diem for attending CPC.
9. Review of Long Range Planning Questionnaire: Jim Tolbert reported that the questionnaire was finalized in time for distribution at election.  The commission reviewed the responses to the questionnaires that were completed on Election Day.  Motion to include the questionnaire with property tax statements was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Duane Emery.  Motion carried.  Jim Tolbert will contact Town Treasurer Carrie Hunter.
10. Discuss mission and values statement: Larry Blahauvietz read the mission and value statement from the Town of Garfield, WI (townofgarfield.com) as a starting point for discussion.  Following discussion this draft mission statement idea was proposed: Create a plan in order to protect and preserve our quality of life.  Following discussion these draft value statements were proposed: 1. We value the quality of life reflected by our natural resources – lakes, rivers, woods, wildlife – and our rural lifestyle; 2. We value the sustainability of public services and work to provide them in financially responsibility ways that assure the public safety of our community.
11. Discuss Public Participation Plan: The commission reviewed Burnett County’s public participation plan with an idea as to what the town might do.  Discussion ensued about the need to clarify with Mike Kornmann what it means to sign onto the County’s plan.  Ideas for the public participation plan for the Town of Sand Lake included: supporting county’s plan, and developing posters, newspaper ads/articles, media releases, open houses, website (done), mailing list, tax inserts, written comments from the public, public hearing (required) and the questionnaire already developed.
