Approval of November 12, 2008 minutes – Larry Blahauvietz noted a spelling error “responsibility” which required correction (see below).  Motion to approve the minutes from the November 12, 2008, meeting with correction was made by Melanie Johnson, seconded by Jim Tolbert.  Motion carried

Report from County Comprehensive Planning Commission meeting - 
Melanie Johnson was unable to attend the December  5th County Comprehensive Planning Commission meeting;  Peggy Tolbert summarized the meeting briefly by saying that the work on the goals and objectives started at the November 17th meeting had been completed.
Review of northern Cluster meeting and any requested survey data – Peggy Tolbert had summarized and edited the results of the issues and opportunities identification and distributed those to the plan commission.  Larry Blahauvietz asked Jim Tolbert to confirm that the Utilities and Community Facilities survey had been received by Mike Kornmann  and/or John Williams.
Discuss mission and values statement – Motion to approve as a working document and as written in minutes of November 22, 2008 was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded Melanie Johnson.  Motion carried.
