Town Board Meeting

Monday, November 10, 2008
Minutes
Call to order – Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.
Roll call of officers – all officers were present. 
Public Notice – Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed notice of meeting.
Minutes from October 13, 2008 meeting –Neil Ambourn noted a correction to item 5.  Motion was made by Ro Endresen to approve the October 13, 2008 meeting minute with correction, seconded by Jim Tolbert.  Motion carried. 
Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn reviewed correspondence received: WISLR report reminder for Jim Tolbert; notice of final population census at 567, notice of $32.73 per capita from North Ambulance. Also received was a cutting notice from Paul Anderson. Neil reported on policy changes from DNR for town roads using federal funds. Also received were a notice from Wisconsin Towns Association of an Energy seminar and fall newsletters from Burnett County Historical Society – Forts Folle Avoine and the Lakes Association.  
Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reviewed results of the November 4, 2008, election including the failure of the referendum to change the positions of treasurer and clerk from elected to appointed.   Correspondence received included: road posting update; road sign change; additional donation requests from Burnett County Humane Society and Restorative Justice. 
Treasurer’s report – Carried Hunter presented the Treasurer’s report and provided an update on snowplowing fees received thus far.
Supervisors’ reports – Ro Endresen reported concerns on work done on Viola Lake Road by Scott Construction that will be dealt with it the spring. Jim Tolbert reported that the thermostat purchased for the Town Shop required a professional electrician to install and may need a transformer.  He will contact Mitch the electrician.  Jim reported on the Burnett County Towns Association meeting.
Plan Commission report – Jim Tolbert reported that officers and ex-officio members for the County CPC had been chosen; a questionnaire had been written and made available to voters at the November General Election and could be included in the tax statement; the facilities & utilities report had been finalized; the public participation plan had been started; and the town web site had been updated with plan commission information and new email plan commission account had established.  First meeting of the northern cluster of towns participating in the comprehensive plan grant process is scheduled for December 16, 6pm at Webster High School.
Road Employee report – Dale Halonie reported that he had cleaned up town hall for election; procured new front tires on mower tractor; worked on mower; hauled top soil, seeded on Austin Lake Road; patched blacktop; hauled gravel into shop for stock pile, put wing on grader; rebuilt steps on loader.  Burnett County had shouldered with our gravel. He had mowed wide on most roads; Neil asked Dale to complete mowing on all roads. 
Matters for discussion and possible action at this meeting:
Preliminary 2009 budget discussion Peggy Tolbert reviewed the draft budget.  The budget hearing, special town meeting to approve the levy, followed by the town meeting will be held on Monday, December 8, 2008. 
Review of Insurance policies Jim Tolbert reviewed the policies written by the two carriers: Local Government Property Insurance Fund (equipment; buildings) and Rural Mutual Insurance (general liability, vehicles, officials’ liability, workers comprehensive).  
Road work update Neil Ambourn reviewed the road work done in 2009: paveing of Olson Road, Viola Lake Road and Larrabee Subdivision Road; shouldering of  Viola Lake Road and Olson Road. 
Pay bills Peggy Tolbert presented the bills for payment.  A motion to approve payment of all bills was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Neil Ambourn.  Motion carried.
Matters for discussion and possible action at the next meeting – Monday December 8, 2008 Regular Town Board meeting will follow Public Hearing on the 2009 Budget and Special Town Meeting to Approve the 2008 Levy.
