
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Monday July 13, 2015

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the July 13, 2015, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order with the addition of one item: request to replace fence on Normans Landing Road - was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the May 19, 2015; June 8, 2015; and June 16, 2015 Town Board meetings was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard about the timber cut from Normans Landing Road currently at Dale Halonie’s home and diminished water flow into Sand Lake due to the culvert, beaver and cat tail growth.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported the timber cut from Normans Landing Road is now a County Forestry problem as no loggers would bid on it due to the way it is stacked. Three fireworks permits were issued for the July 4th holiday. Brad Huser has been hired as the Road and Facilities Manager and will begin work on August 3, 2015. There were 8 applicants and 5 were interviewed. Ed Weber and Lowell Rivard cut downed trees after the wind storm. Grinding has been completed on Normans Landing Road; the permits for erosion control are still pending. A complaint about mowing in the Viola Lake Cemetery was communicated to the Viola Lake Cemetery board secretary. There will be a Burnett County Towns Association meeting on July 23, 2015, at 7pm at the Government Center.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the Larsen Family Public Library sent a thank you for the town’s donation. Rural Insurance is preparing insurance quotes for towns currently insured by the Local Government Insurance Fund. Driver’s license information on all town officers has been requested by Rural Insurance. Peggy inquired whether bids should be sought for the repair of the leaks in the town hall.
	
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of June 30, 2015, was $266,343.52 and the equipment account balance was $66,466.68. Second half of property tax payments are due July 31, 2015 to the Burnett County Treasurer. Motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported on the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department meeting. Lowell Rivard reported St. Croix Hertel Fire Department inspected the town shop.

Plan Commission Report: None.

Road report: Ed Weber reported there were several locations on Okerlund Road in need of repair but they would have to wait until Brad Huser begins work. 

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. 2015 Road Projects budget review: Following discussion of the 2015 road budget, board consensus was to go ahead and prepare bids for double chip sealing on Gaslyn Road from Normans Landing Road for 1 mile east (first two turns). Ed Weber reported that Gaslyn Road from Emerson Road to the town line is on the list of tribal road projects.

2. 2015 Road Projects update: Ed Weber reported on the Normans Landing Road project previously in the meeting.

3. Review of policies as they relate to the Road and Facilities Manager: Following discussion of needed policies, Jerry Tjader volunteered to draft policies for the August 10, 2015 meeting.

4. Town Picnic planning: The date for the annual Town Picnic was set last year for Sunday, August 9 at 12:30 pm. Shirley Burgess has been in touch with Betty Leef. Peggy Tolbert will take care of promotion, ordering the port-a-potty and purchasing paper goods. Discussion ensued concerning set up for the picnic by Friday, August 7, 2015.

5. [bookmark: _GoBack]Request to replace fence on Normans Landing Road: Deanna and Jay Keppen have requested that the town reinstall the fence using the fence posts that were removed along the Myers farm. The Keppen family would provide new wire and staples. Discussion ensued and Peggy Tolbert will research a similar request from the Knutsen family received in 2003. This issue will be an agenda item for the August 10, 2015 meeting.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried voice, vote.
