Minutes
Call to order – Chairman Neil Ambourn called the January 12, 2009 meeting of the Town Board to order at 7:02 pm.
Roll call of officers – all officers were present
Public Notice – Peggy Tolbert verified the meeting had been properly noticed.

A primary election has been scheduled for February 17; a primary election for State Superintendent of Schools primary election and a Siren School referendum will be on the ballot.
Treasurer’s report – Carrie Hunter reported that 1,086 real estate tax statements sent out. Refunds of overpayment of property taxes are needed and Carrie provided Peggy with the list.  The checking account balance as of 12/31/08 was $13,496.93.
