1. Call to order – Chairman Neil Ambourn called the March 9, 2009 meeting to order at 7pm.
2. Roll call of officers – all officers present except for Jim Tolbert.

5. Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn reported receipt of severance payment from Burnett County for $7,573.34. Neil had reviewed information about solicitation of local projects for Federal stimulus and determined none of the town’s projects would be eligible at this time.
6. Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported the upcoming Spring General Election on April 7, 2009 election.  Public testing of the electronic voting machine will be on Monday, March 30 at 5:30pm.
7. Treasurer’s report – Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported a bank balance of $87,358.22.

9. Plan Commission report – Peggy Tolbert updated the board on the most recent Plan Commission meeting and plans for make a presentation at the upcoming Annual Meeting on April 14, 2009.
10. Road Employee report – Dale Halonie reported breakdown of the town truck during the most recent snowstorm.  The truck was towed to the town shop and then to Cameron.  The issue was a problem with shifting.  Ro Endresen inquired abou the stumps still remaining from cutting of trees on Viola Lake Road. Discussion about posting roads towards the end of next week. Neil asked Dale to cut stumps on Sand Lake Drive.  Peggy asked Dale about burning stumps at end of Normans Landing.
