Town Board Meeting

Tuesday, April 14, 2009
Minutes
1. Call to order – Chairman Neil Ambourn called the April 14, 2009 meeting to order at 8:57 p.m., immediately following the 2009 Annual Town Meeting.
2. Clerk Peggy Tolbert distributed the written oaths of office for the newly elected board members and officers for their signature.

3. Roll call of officers – all officers were present.
4. Public Notice – Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed the public notice of the meeting.
5. A motion to approve the minutes from the March 9, 2009 meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert.  Motion carried.
6. Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn reported a request from County Surveyor, Jason Towne to report planned road work and reported the county was taking over responsibility for holding tanks.  Neil also had received bridge inspection forms and will pass those on to Dale Halonie.
7. Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported results from the Spring General Election on April 7, 2009 election.  An accessible survey of all Wisconsin polling places was required to be completed on Election Day and Jim Tolbert had completed the survey for the town.  The only need revealed by the survey was for a table top privacy screen for voters confined to wheel chairs. There are no more elections during 2009, but there will be training for election workers in the fall.
8. Treasurer’s report – Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported a bank balance of $83,505.49. 
9. Supervisors’ reports – nothing to report.
10. Plan Commission report – The next Cluster meeting is Thursday, April 16 at Webster High School Cafetorium at 6pm.  The next Plan Commission meeting is Wednesday, April 22 at the Town Hall at 7pm.
11. Road Employee report – Dale Halonie reported he had prepared equipment for summer.  A culvert needed repair at Spring Brook Road.  Dale attended mine safety class.  Discussion about removing weight limitations ensued; decision was to keep them on for at least another week.
12. Matters for discussion and possible action at this meeting:
· Peggy asked Dale about the books and other materials from the Sand Lake and Madsen Schools he had brought to the Town Hall and whether they might be donated to the Burnett County Historical Society.  Discussion included how they had been essentially discarded and the need preserve them.  Peggy will contact the Historical Society to see if they are interested.  Another possibility would be a display in the Town Hall.
· Assessor Bob Pardun was present to schedule Open Book and Board of Review.  Open Book is scheduled for Friday, May 15, 6-8pm and Board of Review is scheduled for Monday, June 1, 6-8pm.  Bob reminded Peggy of the notice requirements.

· Road work update – The spring road tour was scheduled for Thursday, April 16 at 8am.
· Pay bills – Following presentation of bills, a motion was made to pay all bills by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert.  Motion carried.
13. Matters for discussion and possible action at the next meeting – Monday, May 11, 2009 – high speed, broadband internet proposal.
