Town Board Meeting

Monday, May 11, 2009
Minutes
1. Call to order – Chairman Neil Ambourn called the May 11, 2009 meeting to order at 7pm.
2. Roll call of officers – all officers were present except Treasurer, Carrie Hunter.
3. Public Notice – Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed the public notice of the meeting.
4. A motion to approve the minutes from the April 14, 2009 meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert.  Motion carried.
5. Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn reported that Maple Road reconstruction is underway.  Gravel will be needed.  Dozer, grading done.  Graveling is almost done. Town of Rusk road was damaged, gravel was needed to repair. One landowner is concerned about the work and the effect on the birds.  Erosion control will be needed. Buck Lake Road cutting also is done. Most landowners want the wood. After they take the wood, decision will be made about remaining brush. Buck Lake Acres plat will be needed to stake out monuments in the right of way to avoid damage. Jim offered to assist with this aspect of the project.  Neil had a message from Carrie stating she was not able to attend the meeting, but had concern about the microwave tower. Gary Pavlicek had called with concerns about erecting a microwave tower. 
6. Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported she had completed the quarterly payroll reports.  Thank you letters for 2009 donations had been received from Restorative Justice and Community Referral Agency. Open Book is scheduled for Friday, May 15 and Board of Review is scheduled for Monday, June 1.  Both sessions are from 6 – 8pm. Liquor license renewals have been received from Hunter’s Inn, Mallard Lake Resort and Chattering Squirrel LLC. 
7. Treasurer’s report – none. 
8. Supervisors’ reports – nothing to report.
9. Plan Commission report – Jim Tolbert reported that the Plan Commission is working on LUMAs and land use maps. The next Plan Commission meeting is May 20, at 7pm. 
10. Road Employee report – Dale Halonie was not present. Neil reported that some bridge work had been done. Emerson Bridge had some real problems.  Jim is checking with Bob Morehouse about who did the work. Patching had also been done. Neil reviewed road work done on Maple Road and Buck Lake Road above. 
11. Matters for discussion and possible action at this meeting:
· High Speed Internet service options for town residents – Jim Tolbert reviewed the options that he has researched thus far and presented a proposal from Star Wire Technologies. Discussion ensued about how many town residents would benefit from this service and whether this was an appropriate direction for the town board to take.  No action taken.
· Review of proposed subdivisions – review of Paul Anderson’s road work and John Dube’s purchase of Janna Mulroy’s property to develop a small subdivision; driveway has been cut in. 
· Fristed Road paving project – no action taken. 
· Road work update – above.

· School materials – no action.

· Pay bills – Following presentation of bills, a motion was made to pay all bills by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert.  Motion carried.
