Minutes
1. Call to order – Chairman Neil Ambourn called the June 8, 2009 meeting to order at 7pm.
2. Roll call of officers – all officers were present except Supervisor Carsten Endresen.
3. Public Notice – Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed the public notice of the meeting.

5. Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn reported Burnett County Highway Department is offering polyfiber mat crack filling service. Bridge Inspection reports and repair reports need to be submitted.  TRIP submissions are due in the fall. Forts Folle Avoine and Lake Lines newsletters were received. Buck Lake Road repair comments from residents had been received. 
6. Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported a thank you letter for 2009 donations had been received from Burnett County Citizen Patrol, Inc.  Peggy also noted a notice of an increase in Marlene Halonie’s health insurance policy had been received.  Following discussion, Dale Halonie agreed to take an equivalent amount of furlough hours without pay.  Peggy will prepare a formal report for the July meeting.
7. Treasurer’s report – May bank statement showed a bank balance of $100,806.68.  June bank statement had not been received in time to reconcile.
8. Supervisors’ reports – Jim Tolbert reported that Emerson Bridge repair will be submitted for Federal Funds through Burnett County Highway Department. Jim reported on the Burnett County meeting concerning the North Memorial Ambulance Service contract.   Jim attended a meeting called by the Town of Meenon about sharing/pooling equipment and road personnel. Jim reported StarWire Technologies will try to find a private land owner for a tower. 
9. Plan Commission report – Jim Tolbert reported on the upcoming Plan Commission meeting on Wednesday, June 10.  Cluster Meeting is June 22. 
10. Road Employee report – Dale Halonie reported he had put Excelsior and seed along Maple Road. Silt fence, Excelsior and seed had been installed along Buck Road. Patching and grading of town roads had been done. Dale had disposed of tires at County Highway. Discussion about grading roads now after the rain.  Jim asked about old driveway permits that Dale had recently turned in. Jim made a motion to approve driveway permits, second by Neil Ambourn.
