1. Call to order - Chairman Neil Ambourn called the July 13, 2009, meeting of the Town Board to order at 7:03pm.
2. Roll call of officers – Present: Neil Ambourn, Ro Endresen, Jim Tolbert. Absent: Peggy Tolbert, Carrie Hunter.  
3. Public Notice - notice of the meeting was confirmed. 
4. Approval of Minutes from June 8, 2009 meeting – Motion to approve the minutes of the June 8, 2009 meeting was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
5. Chair’s report 
a. Review of state statutes regarding fireworks.
b. Buck Lake Road work is done and looks good. The seeding is coming up.  Planned on using borrowed gravel from the Town of Rush and will have to replace 1200 yard.  One hill needs reviewing with Rick Hopkins.
6. Clerk’s report – A random drug test has been ordered for Road Employee Dale Halonie. A date for the Annual Town Picnic has not yet been set. A written agreement concerning the additional cost of health insurance for Marlene Halonie was signed by Dale Halonie and Peggy Tolbert.
7. Treasurer’s report – No report.
8. Supervisors’ reports – Nothing to report.
9. Plan Commission report – Plan Commission Chair Larry Blahauvietz was present to discuss the Implementation Questionnaire with the Board and answer their questions.  The board offered input to each question.  Densities and land use designations currently in use were discussed as well as the proposed densities and land use designations being proposed by the Plan Commission. The Questionnaire will be discussed further at the August 12, 2009, Plan Commission Meeting.
10. Road Employee report – Dale Halonie reported he had mowed town roads prior to the July 4th holiday.  An easement drive on Buck Lake Road was cleared out. Seeding along Buck Lake Road was completed.  Dale is planning on trimming the willow on the NE corner of Emerson Bridge.  Additional mowing along Sand Lake Road will also be done.  Brush needs cutting back on Sand Lake Road corners for visibility. Discussion ensued about the patch repair that was done by Scott Construction.  The board is not happy with the work and a meeting will be set up at 6pm prior to the August Town Board meeting, if possible to discuss the repair and other 2008 jobs.
11. Matters for discussion and possible action at this meeting
a. Request from Burnett County for donation toward an Invasive Aquatic Species control grant was discussed.  The request will be considered during the budget process.  $250 for four years is the amount of the request.  Peggy Tolbert will respond to the letter. 
b. Request from Habitat for Humanity for donation will also be considered at a later date. (Annual meeting agenda item)  Peggy Tolbert will respond to the request.
c. Reconstruction of State Road 70 from Viola Lake to east County line.  Ro Endresen attended information meeting. The project will begin July 20 and is expected to be completed in 55 days.  The project includes milling 2.5” of old pavement from Viola Lake Road east to the county line and repaving. The work will be done daylight to sundown, six days per week.  Maximum delay is expected to be five minutes.  No significant impact on local traffic is expected.
d. An inquiry was received about the former Burr Oaks resort liquor license. Peggy Tolbert is researching this issue and will have more information in a week or so.
e. Motion to approve the Class an offsale liquor license for the Chattering Squirrel LLC was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Neil Ambourn.  Motion carried, voice vote. 
12. Pay Bills – Motion to approve payment of invoices as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Neil Ambourn.  Motion carried, voice vote.
