Town Board Meeting

TUESDAY, December 15, 2009
Minutes
1. Call to order – Chairman Neil Ambourn called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
2. Roll call of officers – all officers present.
3. Public Notice was confirmed by Clerk Peggy Tolbert.
4. Approval of Minutes from previous meeting – motion to approve the November 9, 2009 meeting minutes was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert.  Motion carried, voice vote.
5. Chair’s report – Neil Ambourn reported a notice from Polk Burnett to bore under Hopkins Road for Nicholas Hughes house had been received.
6. Clerk’s report – Peggy Tolbert reported the mill rate process was complete and tax statements had been prepared.  Tax statement inserts (census reminder, WI DOR information) are being completed. A dividend will be paid from the Local Property Insurance fund towards the 2011 premium. Peggy requested the driveway at the Town Hall be plowed to facilitate meeting postings.
7. Treasurer’s report – Treasurer Carrie Hunter reported 1,115 tax statements had been picked up.  $664 in stamps had been purchased. Tax statements inserts about dog licenses and tax payment preferences were reviewed. Carrie reviewed the snow plow roster. The equipment fund balance is $75,764.26; the checking account balance is $93,686.73.
8. Supervisors’ reports – Ro Endresen reported he had attended the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department Christmas dinner. Jim Tolbert reported a complaint about a fence in the right of way, blocking County Forest and creating a safety hazard, had been received. The fence has been removed by the property owner. Jim also reported he had filed the road construction and WISLR reports. Jim also discussed the complaint received from resident Gordon Johnson about a mail box post broken by the snowplow. Dale Halonie will follow up with Gordon. Following discussion, it was decided a link from the Town website to the County website was sufficient to inform residents about snowmobile trail conditions.
9. Plan Commission report – Peggy Tolbert reported the work of the Plan Commission was close to completion on the comprehensive plan.  Consultants Foth Infrastructure provided a checklist for steps required prior to adoption of the comprehensive plan and these were reviewed.  Required now is passage of a resolution approving the Public Participation Plan.  Motion to approve Resolution 2009-2 – Resolution by the Government Body of the Town of Sand Lake Adopting a Public Participation Plan was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
10. Road Employee report – Dale Halonie was present and reported that gravel had been crushed. Town tractor needs to be cleaned and repaired. Dale had snowplowed twice.  He is back to work at his regular schedule.
11. Matters for discussion and possible action at this meeting:
· Surveyor Mark Krause was present and reviewed the petition for rezoning  submitted to the Burnett County Zoning Department by Rod Hopkins. Following discussion, the town board expressed no opposition to the petition. Peggy Tolbert will submit the board opinion to the Land Use and Information Committee prior to their January 5, 2010 meeting.
· Motion to approve Resolution 2009-1in support of the 2010 Census was made by Jim Tolbert, seconded by Ro Endresen. Motion carried, voice vote.
· Establishment of Census Committee - Peggy Tolbert reviewed the regional census office’s request to establish a Complete Count Census Committee to promote the 2010 Census.  Peggy is trying to find someone to chair the committee. Carrie Hunter expressed interest in participating.
· Appointment of election inspectors for term 2010-2012 – Motion to appoint Laura Jensen, Helen Taylor, Violet Engrebretson and Mary Lengsfeld as election inspectors for the two year term, 2010 – 2012 was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.  
· UDC contract changes – Peggy Tolbert reviewed changes requested by UDC inspector Daryl Bazey in his contract. The only change is to increase the basic inspection fee by $10.00. Motion to approve the Uniform Dwelling Code Inspector’s contract was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote .
· Tax collection bond – Following discussion, it was decided to purchase a tax collection bond for $150,000.00 from Rural Insurance.
· MOU with Burnett County – Motion to approve the Statewide Voter Registration Provider/Relier Memorandum of Understanding with the Burnett County Clerk was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried voice vote.
· Ambulance contract update – Peggy Tolbert updated the board on the committee formed by the Burnett County Towns Association to negotiate a new contract for ambulance service.

· Town of Sand Lake office proposal – Peggy Tolbert presented a proposal to create an office in the Webster incubator.  Following discussion, it was decided to pursue establishing an office area in the basement of the Town Hall.
12. Pay Bills – Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Motion to approve bills as presented was made by Ro Endresen, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.
