
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Monday, August 10, 2015

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the August 10, 2015, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the July 13, 2015 Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard about the status of the “stay on the pavement” signs for the ATV routes, a report on the Annual Town Picnic, and a request to replace Joe Klecker’s fence removed during the Normans Landing Road project.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported the Normans Landing Road project had been completed the previous week. Ed had responded to a report of a tree down on Buck Lake Road. The new Road and Facilities Manager Brad Huser started work on August 3. The request for bids to double chip seal Gaslyn Road will be delayed until later in the year as all contractors are committed to work at this time.

Clerk’s report: No report.
	
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported the checking account balance as of July 31, 2015, was $256,486.19 and the equipment account balance was $66,469.50. Second half of property tax payments were due July 31, 2015 to the Burnett County Treasurer; the August settlement is expected. Several dog owners have requested licenses; as it is mid-year in the licensing cycle, Melanie will check with the County Clerk about how to handle these requests. Motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported on the Burnett County Towns Association meeting held on July 23, 2015. There was nothing to report from the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department meeting. 

Plan Commission Report: Ne report.

Road report: Brad Huser reported on equipment repairs and preparation for mowing town roads. 

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Rural Insurance presentation: Agent Carl Thomfordha was present to review the Town’s present insurance coverage and costs associated with adding items currently insured by the Local Government Property Insurance Fund. The LGPIF had been slated to be dissolved in the coming months but that has now changed. Carl recommends waiting to receive LGPIF renewal information before making a decision about adding to the current coverage with Rural Insurance.
2. Keppen fence request: The request from Deanna and Jay Keppen to replace their fence removed during the Normans Landing Road project was discussed. Ed Weber reported he was advised by the Wisconsin Towns Association lawyer that by statute the town should have provided the property owners with written notice that they were responsible for the removal of the fence. As this had not happened, Ed recommended a compromise and made a motion to work with both property owners - the Keppens and Joe Klecker; if the property owners provide the fence posts and wire, the town will install their fence posts no later than the fall of 2016. The property owners will be responsible for installing the wire. Motion seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote with Jerry Tjader abstaining due to conflict of interest.
3. Review of town policy drafts: Following discussion of the Policy regarding usage of town equipment, facilities and supplies and the Policy regarding purchasing authority, motion to accept the policy drafts as amended during discussion was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Jerry Tjader was thanked for drafting these policies.

5. 2015 Road Projects update: See the chair’s report. Additional discussion ensued on approaching Burnett County Highway Department about crack sealing.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Following discussion, the board agreed to set up direct deposit for Brad Huser and to request an additional credit card for his use.
