Town Board Meeting
Monday, October 12, 2015

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the October 12, 2015, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order with the addition of a closed session to discuss a personnel matter was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the September 14, 2015 Town Board meeting was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported he had attended the Webster Volunteer Fire Association Meeting at which the draft of the mutual aid agreement between Burnett County Fire Departments and Municipalities was discussed.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the Uniform Dwelling Code Inspector agreement needs to be renewed. The board agreed to renew the agreement with House of Wood contractor, Daryl Bazey for the two-year term 2016-2017. Budget development and tax levies are being received preparation for tax collection season.
	
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported as of September 30, 2015 the checking account balance was $196,593.72 and the equipment fund balance was $66,475.08. St. Croix Tribal Housing is delinquent on their personal property tax. Melanie will follow up. Melanie asked for board input about a newsletter insert for the tax statements. Motion to accept the clerk and treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader and seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported he had attended the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department meeting. 

Plan Commission Report: No report.

Grading on Gaslyn and Emerson Roads was underway; both roads required several loads of gravel before they could be graded.

2. Mutual Aid Agreement – Burnett County Fire Departments and Municipalities: Ed Weber reported this document is for information only at this time. A final version will be presented for approval at a later date.
3. Municipal Treasurer’s Bond: Motion to purchase a Municipal Treasurer’s Bond for tax collection purposes was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Motion to go into closed session to discuss a personnel matter was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. The board went into closed session at 7:44 p.m. Peggy Tolbert and Melanie Johnson were excused.
