Budget Hearing 

Chair Ed Weber called the Budget Hearing to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Public notice of the hearing was confirmed. Clerk Peggy Tolbert reviewed the proposed 2016 Town of Sand Lake budget and answered questions from the board and attendees. Ed Weber adjourned the budget hearing adjourned at 7:16 p.m.

Special Town Meeting

Ed Weber called the Special Town Meeting to order at 7:16 p.m. All officers were present. Public notice of the special town meeting was confirmed. Peggy Tolbert reported the proposed 2015 municipal tax levy to be paid in 2016 was $215,637.00 which is the maximum allowable amount. Motion to approve the 2015 municipal tax levy at $215,637.00 was made by Mary Lengsfeld, seconded by Dean Burgess. Ed Weber adjourned the special town meeting at 7:18 p.m.


Town Board Meeting

Ed Weber called the Town Board Meeting to order at 7:18 p.m. All officers were present. Public notice of the meeting was confirmed. Public comments were heard about the timber cut along Normans Landing Road which had been taken to Dale Halonie’s home. Discussion also ensued on the cost of maintenance of paved roads vs. gravel roads. Motion to approve the minutes of the October 12, 2015, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Chair Report: Ed Weber reported the board had met on November 11, 2015 to prepare the town budget. 

Clerk report: Peggy Tolbert reported on budget preparation, preparation of documents needed by the Burnett County Property Lister to prepare property tax statements and election trainings scheduled by the Burnett County Clerk.

Treasurer Report: Melanie Johnson gave the Treasurer’s report. As of October 31, 2015, the checking account balance was $212,504.23 and the equipment fund balance was $66,477.88. Discussion ensued on the newsletter to be included with the property tax statements which would include dates of upcoming events, dog licensing and other important information.

Supervisors’ Report: Jerry Tjader reported on the Burnett County Towns Association meeting and the meeting of the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department

Plan Commission Report: No report was given.

Road Report: Brad Huser reported town roads had been patched and graded, the Viola Lake Dock has been taken out, and the plow truck is prepared for winter. The town shop door needed additional repairs.

Matters for discussion and possible action:
· Bid opening – double chip seal project – One bid was received by the 7:00 pm deadline. Fahrner Paving Company bid $124,461.68 for double chip seal on 1 mile of Gaslyn Road and 1.2 miles of Normans Landing Road. Jason Pearson was present to answer questions about the bid.  Following discussion, the board decided to postpone the decision whether or not to accept the Fahrner bid until the December 14, 2015 town board meeting.
· Adoption of 2016 Town Budget – Following discussion the board decided to postpone adoption of the 2016 Town Budget until the December 14, 2015 town board meeting.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]2015/2016 Road projects – Further discussion ensued on double chip sealing on Normans Landing and Gaslyn Roads, chip seal on Dongola Road and gravel road maintenance. Discussion also ensued on the purchase of a wing for the plow truck. Motion to approve the purchase of the wing from Monroe Truck Company for $16,314.00 to be paid in 2016 was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Following review of bills presented for payment, motion to approve all invoices was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
