
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Tuesday, December 15, 2015

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the December 15, 2015, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the November 11, 2015, November 16, 2015 and December 8, 2015 Town Board meetings was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported he had completed a road tour with Road and Facilities Manager Brad Huser and had submitted the annual WISLR report. Ed had attended the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department dinner. The 2003 Chevrolet 1 ton pickup was purchased from Larsen Auto Center. Ed also reported on issues related to the TRIP reimbursement request for the Normans Landing Road project. An engineer’s certification is needed on the work done in 2015 in order to receive the TRIP funds. Ed has contacted two engineers.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the information required for preparation of the tax statements had been submitted. Peggy reported on her meeting with CliffordLarsonAllen. 
	
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported as of November 30, 2015 the checking account balance was $199,009.62 and the equipment fund balance was $76,480.77 including the transfer of $10,000.00 from the checking account. Tax statements were mailed on December 14, 2015; all parcels with improvements received a town newsletter and all parcels with lottery tax credits and local addresses received a dog tag application. Motion to accept the clerk and treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader and seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported he had attended the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department dinner. 

Plan Commission Report: No report.

Road report: Brad Huser reported he had cleaned up the snow removal equipment. The plow truck is at Monroe to have the wing installed. There is a backup plan should it snow while the truck is gone. Brad also reported on trees downed by wind and brushing that was done. Fuel meters have been repaired. 

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Double chip seal bids for Normans Landing Road and Gaslyn Road - Following discussion of the pros and cons of double chip seal and asphalt, and possible road projects for 2016, Ed Weber made a motion to accept the bid from Fahrner for $124,000.00 to double chip seal Normans Landing Road and Gaslyn Road, chip seal Dongola and Gaslyn Road (the paved section) and crack seal Austin Lake Road and Bass Lake Road. Lowell Rivard seconded the motion which carried, voice vote.
2. 2016 Town Budget – Peggy Tolbert reviewed updates to the budget, including the approved purchase of a pickup truck and possible audit. Following discussion, Jerry Tjader made a motion to approve the 2016 Town Budget, adding $5,000.00 for an audit as discussed. Lowell Rivard seconded the motion which carried, voice vote.
3. Appoint Election Inspectors for the two-year term 2016-2017 – Peggy Tolbert reviewed the list of election inspectors to be appointed: Violet Engebretson, Laura Jensen, Helen Taylor, Mary Lengsfeld, Avis Morrison and Susan Shutt. Following discussion, motion to appoint the list of election inspectors as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote with Ed Weber voting nay. Peggy Tolbert requested a pay increase from $10/hour to $12/hour to bring the election inspectors in line with the rate of pay in other townships. This increase is reflected in the 2016 budget. Motion to approve the increase was made by Lowell Rivard, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
4. Accept Resignation of UDC inspector and choose a replacement – Peggy Tolbert reported Daryl Bazey has retired and resigned from his position as UDC inspector.  Jerry Tjader made a motion to accept Mr. Bazey’s resignation, seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote. Dennis Quinn and Jon Mattson have submitted their resumes and asked to be considered for the UDC inspector position. Following discussion, the board decided to postpone a decision on appointing a new UDC inspector until the January meeting.
5. Mutual Aid Agreement – Burnett County Fire Departments and Municipalities – Jerry Tjader reviewed the mutual aid document. Following discussion, Ed Weber made a motion to approve the agreement, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried voice vote.
