
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Monday, January 11, 2016

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the January 11, 2016, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Lowell Rivard, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion to approve the minutes of the December 15, 2015 Town Board meeting was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard on the Viola Lake Lane agenda item from several residents and discussion ensued. Laura Jensen thanked the board for their support of the town’s election inspectors. Jason and Randi Goebel had concerns about snow removal and other maintenance issues on Mattson Road.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported there was an unexpected delay in getting the plow truck back from Monroe Truck where the new wing was being installed. The truck required additional repair. During this time, a truck from the Town of Jackson has been made available if needed. Otherwise snowplowing has been done with the grader. Ed reported the engineering certificate on Normans Landing Road has been secured and the TRIP reimbursement can now be submitted. Ed and Road and Facilities Manager Brad Huser inspected some truck implements that may be available for purchase from the Town of Jackson. Ed also met with the new Burnett County Highway Commissioner, Mike Hoefs.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported W2s have been distributed and the Worker’s Compensation audit has been completed. A certificate of insurance for T&P Logging was not available as they were not insured as promised. There may be an additional premium due because of this. Peggy also shared a letter from Betty Leef in support of discontinuing the annual Town Picnic. 
	
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported as of December 31, 2015 the checking account balance was $337,575.79 which reflects the December property tax collections and the equipment fund balance was $76,484.94. The January tax settlements have been completed. First half property tax collection by the Town Treasurer continues until January 31, 2016 after which property tax payments must be made to the Burnett County Treasurer. Several dog licenses have been issued; April is the deadline. Motion to accept the clerk and treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader and seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Supervisors’ reports: Lowell Rivard commented on the signage and widening of Leslie Road.

Plan Commission Report: No report.

Road report: Brad Huser reported the plow truck is expected to be returned Wednesday or Thursday of this week. Until then, the loaner from Town of Jackson is available. Brad reported on cautionary signs he has been replacing or adding. 

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Appoint UDC inspector – following discussion of the two applicants (Dennis Quinn and Jon Mattson), Jerry Tjader made a motion to appoint Jon Mattson as the UDC inspector for the Town of Sand Lake. Lowell Rivard seconded the motion which carried, voice vote. 
2. Maintenance on Viola Lake Lane – Thomas White, a resident on Viola Lake Lane which is a private road had inquired about turning the road over to the township. There was no further discussion beyond that which occurred during the public comment section. No action will be taken.
3. Burnett County Forestry and Parks cost share application – following discussion of the cost share program, the board consensus was to apply for the double chip seal project on Gaslyn Lake Road.
4. 2016 Road Projects – discussion ensued on the various projects which had been identified at the December 15, 2015 Town Board Meeting. Bids requests should be prepared for these projects as soon as possible. Ed Weber reported that Farhner Asphalt Company (the successful bidder on the double chip seal project on Gaslyn Road) would be willing to continue the double chip seal on another section of Gaslyn Road for $33,000.00. A bid request for this project has not been published.

Discussion ensued on whether to pay Martin Shutt (engineering certification) as an independent contractor or to hire him as an employee. Mr. Shutt will be paid as an independent contractor.
