Town Board Meeting
Monday, February 8, 2016

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the February 8, 2016, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion to approve the minutes of the January 11, 2016, Town Board meeting was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard from Thomas White on Viola Lake Lane.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the January 21, 2016, meeting of the Burnett County Unit of the WI Towns Association and the Webster Fire Department meeting. Ed also reported on research he had done at the Burnett County Land Information office related to Mr. and Mrs. Keppen’s fence on Normans Landing Road.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported on preparation for the February 16, 2016, Spring Primary and noted that the heat needs to stay on in the town hall because of the voting equipment. The letter of engagement with CliffordLarsonAllen auditors was presented for signature. Peggy is working on preparing for the actual audit which is scheduled for March 28, 2016 at her home office.
	
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported as of January 31, 2016, the checking account balance was $594,564.55 which reflects property tax collections through the end of January and the equipment fund balance was $76,490.79. Any future property tax payments must be made to the Burnett County Treasurer. February tax settlements will be made later this week. Motion to accept the clerk and treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader and seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Supervisors’ reports: Lowell Rivard reported on changes in staff at the St. Croix Tribal offices. Jerry Tjader reported on the St. Croix Hertel fire department meeting.

Plan Commission Report: No report.

Road report: Brad Huser reported the plow truck was returned with the new wing installed. He is working to build collaborations with other town road employees for gravel hauling and other road maintenance functions. He has begun to keep salt use records and has done a cost analysis of snowplowing with the grader vs. the plow truck with the wing.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Normans Landing Road easement question – Ed Weber had received a letter from the Keppens questioning where the information about the road easement originated. Ed’s research at the county Land Information office shows that the road was originally established as a 3 rod road in 1902 (Town of LaFollette at that time). A letter with this information will be sent to the Keppens.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]2016 Road Projects – road projects for 2016 were reconfirmed as double chip seal on graveled portions of Gaslyn and Normans Landing Roads, chip seal/scrub seal over pavement on Dongola and Gaslyn Roads and crack sealing. Bid requests using state standard specifications will be published within the next few weeks.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Closed Session – motion to go into closed session pursuant to Wis.Stat. 19.85 for personnel evaluation was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
