
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Monday, March 14, 2016

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the March 14, 2016, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:01 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion to approve the minutes of the February 8, 2016, Town Board meeting was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported he had attended the District meeting of the Wisconsin Towns Association and had completed the Board of Review training given to attendees. He also reported that he, Road and Facilities Manager Brad Huser and Lowell Rivard attended the WAPA meeting.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported on preparation for the April 5, 2016 Spring Election and Presidential Preference Vote. St. Croix County municipalities are replacing their electronic voting equipment and have offered their Edge machines to Burnett County municipalities for $100. A second machine will enhance the voting experience during election with heavy turnout such as the November General Election. An invoice for this purchase from the Town of Erin Prairie is included in the list of bills to be paid. Peggy shared a letter from the Humane Society of Burnett County which details their policy and procedures regarding pick up and transport stray dogs. The town audit is scheduled for March 28, 2016.
	
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported as of February 29, 2016, the checking account balance was $249,512.31 and the equipment fund balance was $76,496.26. Motion to accept the clerk and treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader and seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Dog license fees are due by April 1.

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported on the St. Croix Hertel fire department meeting. Lowell Rivard will get updated bids on drilling a well at the town shop.

Plan Commission Report: No report.

Road report: Brad Huser reported on snowplowing and suggested that any salt/sand remaining could be donated to the Town of Jackson as a gesture for their assistance with equipment this winter. Spring road restrictions are in place and are expected to come off early this year. Grader repairs are in progress. Brad made a request that the town pay for the physical exam needed to renew his CDL license. Motion to approve this request was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Set Open Book and Board of Review dates: Assessor Bob Pardun was present. Open Book will be held on May 13, 2016, from 6-8 pm. Board of Review will be held May 23, 2016, from 6-8 pm.
2. Technology needs and options: Discussion ensued on cell phones, computers, printers and other items personally owned by the clerk and treasurer that are used for town business. Both clerk and treasurer pay for their own phone and internet service. Supplies are paid for by the town. Further discussion ensued on cell phone usage by the Road and Facilities Manager and whether a laptop computer was needed to perform his job. Peggy Tolbert reported that a different phone plan for the Road and Facilities Manager’s phone which allows for unlimited data usage was available for $66.66/month plus $0.06/minute on calls up to 200 minutes. The town will switch to that plan. No further action was taken.
