Town Board Meeting
Monday, April 11, 2016

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the April 11, 2016, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion to approve the minutes of the March 14, 2016, Town Board meeting was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported he had attended the following trainings and meetings: March 24 DNR Storm water discharge permit training; March 28 asphalt preservation seminar in Turtle Lake and April 4 information session on IOH (Implements of Husbandry).

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported on the April 5, 2016 Spring Election and Presidential Preference Vote. The audit of the town’s financial records was completed by ClifftonLarsonAllen auditors on March 21 and they are available to present their report at an upcoming town meeting.
	
Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported as of March 31, 2016, the checking account balance was $239,818.31 and the equipment fund balance was $76,502.11. Motion to accept the clerk and treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader and seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. The dog licensing period is over and delinquent dog license letters will be sent by Burnett County shortly. Past due notices for personal property taxes were sent to Direct TV and St. Croix Tribal Housing Authority.

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported on the St. Croix Hertel fire department meeting. Lowell Rivard reported on the request to the St. Croix Tribal Counsel for cost sharing on Emerson Road. The project is on their list but probably won’t happen until 2017.

Plan Commission Report: No report.

Road report: Brad Huser reported on caution signs he installed at the corner of Gaslyn and Okerlund Roads to discourage people from cutting that corner. The grader is repaired and grading will be happening soon. Brad got an estimate of $70/hour from Yellow River Landscaping for brushing ditches. A road tour will be scheduled soon.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Bid Opening: Two bids were received for the chip seal/scrub seal on Dongola and Gaslyn Roads and double chip seal over gravel on Gaslyn road – Farhner Asphalt Company and Scott Construction. No action was taken following discussion of the bids.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
