
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Monday, June 20, 2016

Minutes 
Chair Ed Weber called the June 20, 2016, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present after Treasurer Melanie Johnson arrived at 7:37 pm. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion to approve the minutes of the May 16, 2016, Town Board meeting was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported he had received and approved four fireworks permits. The double chip seal on Gaslyn and Normans Landing Roads is finished and scrub seal on Dongola Road will begin next week. Repairs to the grader are ongoing. 

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported that problems with the town website have been preventing the linking of agendas and minutes to email notifications. Peggy will be researching other website options prior to budget time. Preparation for the August Primary is underway. Peggy asked the board for permission to complete the WI Towns Association survey without board input. Discussion ensued on a complaint made to Burnett County Zoning department about TVs that have been left on Leslie Road. Neither Zoning nor Burnett County Public Health have any authority in this matter and the town does not have an ordinance which would allow for charging the property owner for disposal costs. Peggy will draft a letter to the property owner urging him to remove the TVs.

Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported as of May 31, 2016, the checking account balance was $238,849.37 and the equipment fund balance was $76,513.61. Motion to accept the clerk and treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader and seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Supervisors’ reports: No reports.

Road report: Brad Huser reported repairs to the grader have been completed except for some minor issues which continue. Grading of town roads is almost completed and patching is in process. The new posting board will be installed soon.  The plow truck needed two new tires and rims.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Approval of Liquor License renewals and operator licenses – Motion to approve renewing the liquor licenses of Hunters Inn and Mallard Lake Resort as well as operator licenses for Lori May Perron and Gordon Johnson was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
2. Assessor’s contract – Assessor Bob Pardun was present to review his contract for the next three year cycle, 2017-2019. There are no state compliance issues, but Mr. Pardun is requesting that the 1st year of the new contract be used to bring the town’s assessment records into compliance with those of Burnett County. Compensation would be $9,500 for 2017 and $7,500 for 2018 and 2019. Motion to approve the contract was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

3. [bookmark: _GoBack]ATV Ordinance Review – Ed Weber reviewed the record of complaints received during the past year and Shirley Burgess asked about a complaint she had registered. Gregg and Jackie Baasch asked about possible compensation for damage done to a recently tilled and planted field that had been destroyed by an ATV and also expressed concern about the condition of Shrider Road due to ATV traffic. Discussion about possibly removing Shrider Road from the list of town roads open to ATV ensued and the board agreed to take it under advisement. A motion was made by Ed Weber to extend the ordinance until rescinded and review the Shrider Road situation and possibly amend the ordinance at a later date. The motion was seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote (two yes, one no). 
4. Town Shop Upgrades – following discussion the board decided to ask all bidders to meet on site and submit updated bids for the July meeting.
5. 2016 Road project updates: Besides road projects currently in process, Ed Weber spoke with County Highway Commissioner Mike Hoefs about applying for TRIP funding for Leslie Road. The board agreed that Ed should make this application.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
