
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Monday, August 8, 2016

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the August 8, 2016, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion to approve the minutes of the July 11, 2016, Town Board meeting was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the July 21, 2016, meeting of the Burnett County Unit of the WI Towns Association and updated the board on the possible St. Croix Tribal cost share on Emerson Road (nothing will happen this year). Ed also reported Sand Lake town roads sustained approximately $5,000-$10,000 in damage during the recent rainstorms and if a state emergency declaration is made, reimbursement for those expenses may be possible.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported on preparations for the August 9, 2016 Partisan Primary election. At the board’s request, Peggy had searched town meeting minutes concerning any actions taken on Angeline Road – there are been several discussions about the St. Croix Tribe taking over the road but no action was taken. The letter to Robert Carlson concerning the TVs on his property was received by Mr. Carlson; Road and Facilities Manager Brad Huser reported the TVs had been removed. 

Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported as of July 31, 2016, the checking account balance was $203,003.53 and the equipment fund balance was $76,525.12. Motion to accept the clerk and treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader and seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported he had attended the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department meeting but had nothing to report.

Plan Commission: no report.

Road report: Brad Huser reported Fahrner Asphalt had responded to complaints about excessive gravel on Dongola road and had brushed and swept the road surface. Brad reported he had been patching, mowing and fixing washouts after recent storms. He is ready to haul gravel. 

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Lily Lake Road paving: Ed Weber reported that a previous paving project had stopped 200 ft short of the actual town line with Meenon Township. Ed authorized Taylor paving to complete the pavement.
2. Request for part-time personnel: Brad Huser made a request to the board to hire a part-time employee to assist with various road projects. Following discussion, the board consensus was to postpone this decision until September or next year until all road projects were complete and bills had been paid.
3. 2016 Road project updates: Scott Construction is scheduled to begin the Dongola Road project in two weeks.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy noted that a transfer from the Equipment Fund to the checking account will be necessary to cover the payments approved at this meeting.
