
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Monday, September 12, 2016
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Chair Ed Weber called the September 12, 2016, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion to approve the minutes of the August 8, 2016, Town Board meeting was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported he and Road and Facilities Manager Brad Huser met with FEMA concerning reimbursement for road expenses related to the June 11 rainstorm. Ed estimates damages range from $5,000 - $10,000. A reported theft of gravel on Shrider Road was investigated and not found to be significant. Burnett County Highway Commissioner Mike Hoefs has resubmitted the town’s TRIP project reimbursement request with an after the fact certification. Chip seal project on Gaslyn Road is completed.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert updated the board on the changes to state election law that have recently been enacted and certain election tasks that have been shifted to the townships from the county.  Peggy inquired if a memorial gift could be made in honor of former town supervisor Ro Endresen. Motion to contribute $50 in Ro’s name to the Shriners Hospital was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported as of August 31, 2016, the checking account balance was $251,029.10 and the equipment fund balance was $51,529.55. Motion to accept the clerk and treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader and seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote. The dog list will be turned in in September. 

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported he had attended the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department meeting. Training was discussed and a call for more fireman was made.

Plan Commission: no report.

Road report: Brad Huser reported he had finished mowing, had hauled gravel to Shrider Road and Mallard Lake Cut Across. Brad also commented on the meeting with FEMA. Jeremy Beecroft had installed the well for the town shop. Additional testing may be needed for bacteria.  

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. 2016 Road project updates: no further comment beyond what is noted above.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
