
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Monday, October 17, 2016

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the October 17, 2016, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Ed Weber requested adding discussion of the town’s overtime policy to the agenda. Motion to approve the agenda order with that addition was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion to approve the minutes of the September 12, 2016, Town Board meeting was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the FEMA grant application and discussed the possible reimbursements the town may receive. Ed had attended the Webster Fire Department meeting and reported the levy for 2017 was increasing.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported on preparations for the November 8, 2016 General Election. Hunter’s Inn is being sold and the new owners have applied for a liquor license. The application will be published for two weeks and approval of the license, along with several operator’s licenses, will be on the November meeting agenda.

Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Johnson reported as of September 30, 2016, the checking account balance was $76,516.18 and the equipment fund balance was $51,533.37. Delinquent personal property tax due from St. Croix Tribal Housing has been received. The treasurer’s tax collection bond needs to be renewed prior to tax collection time. 2016 dog licenses have been closed out. Motion to accept the clerk and treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader and seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported he had attended the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department meeting. Lowell Rivard reported the test of the town shop well came back OK. Discussion ensued on grading of gravel roads.

Plan Commission: no report.

Road report: Brad Huser reported on the meetings he and Ed Weber have had with FEMA. Brad has been hauling gravel and also replaced the town shop lights with LEDs. Discussion ensued on purchase of grader parts from the Town of Jackson. The board gave Brad authorization to pay up to $750.00 for the parts. Brad reported that Joe Klecker’s fence posts will not be included in his auction and that the reinstallation of his fence still needs to be done.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. 2016 Road project updates: All projects have been completed; proposed crack sealing will wait until 2017.
2. 2017 Town budget: Peggy Tolbert reviewed the draft budget. A meeting dedicated to the budget was scheduled for Thursday, November 3, 2017.

Overtime policy: Peggy Tolbert stated that the town follows state law and pays overtime for any hours over 40 per week actually worked. Holiday and vacation days do not count towards worked hours. Brad Huser raised the issue concerning a federal holiday (Labor Day). State law still applies. Further discussion may be had at the November town board meeting.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Next meeting date – November 14, 2016 (Public Hearing on the Budget, Special Town Meeting to approve the 2016 tax levy payable in 2017 and to establish salaried for town officials to be elected at the Spring Election, 2017 and the monthly town board meeting)
