Peggy Tolbert reported the proposed 2016 municipal tax levy to be paid in 2017 was $217,112.00 which is the maximum allowable amount. Motion to approve the 2016 municipal tax levy at $217,112.00 was made by Paul Hinz, seconded by Brad Huser. Town officer salaries were proposed for the 2017-2019 term of office at: Chair - $4,000; Supervisors - $2,000; Clerk - $8,000; Treasurer - $5,500. Motion to approve the officer salaries was made by Brad Huser, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to adjourn the Special Town Meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. The special town meeting adjourned at 7:20 p.m.


Town Board Meeting

Ed Weber called the Town Board Meeting to order at 7:20 p.m. All officers were present. Public notice of the meeting was confirmed. Public comments were heard about the budget hearing notice published in the Advertiser. Motion to approve the minutes of the October 17, 2016 and November 3, 2016 meetings of the Town Board was made by Lowell Rivard, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.

Chair Report: Ed Weber reported on the FEMA application for reimbursement of expenses related to damage from the June rainstorms. He had attended the October meeting of the Burnett County unit of the WI Towns Association.

Clerk report: Peggy Tolbert reported on the November 8, 2016 General election and confirmed that the town’s overtime policy was understood.

Treasurer Report: Melanie Johnson gave the Treasurer’s report. As of October 31, 2016, the checking account balance was $49,516.18 and the equipment fund balance was $51,537.30. Discussion ensued on the newsletter to be included with the property tax statements which would include dates of upcoming events, dog licensing and other important information. Motion to accept the Clerk and Treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

· Adoption of 2017 Town Budget: Motion to approve the 2017 Town Budget was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
· Liquor License application from Lilly Lake Enterprises, LLC: Peggy Tolbert reported that the application was complete and there had been no comments about the application filed with her office. Peggy and Ed recommended prorating the license fees. Operator license applications were also presented for approval. Motion to approve granting a liquor license to Lilly Lake Enterprises, LLC and the operator license applicants was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
· 2017 Road Projects: the board discussed preparing bids as soon as possible to get a jump start on the construction season.

Following review of bills presented for payment, motion to approve all invoices was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
