Town Board Meeting
Monday, January 9, 2017

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the January 9, 2017, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion to approve the minutes of the December 12, 2016, Town Board meeting was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Candidates for Circuit Court Judge David Grindell and Melissia Mogen were present and spoke about their qualifications. Election of Circuit Court Judge will take place at the Spring Election, April 4, 2017. Pat Tjader, secretary of the Viola Lake Cemetery Association was present to review the association’s financial report and to formally request a donation of $800. This amount has been budgeted and will be paid out at the next town meeting.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the meeting of the Webster Fire Department. Ed also met with Road and Facilities Manager Brad Huser about equipment issues and with the Burnett County Highway Commissioner Mike Hoefs about the town’s proposed 2017 road projects. Mr. Hoefs suggested waiting until March to issue the request for bids. Discussion with Mr. Hoefs about reclaiming metal from the old county highway shop for use in the town shop also ensued.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the end of the year payroll forms and worker’s compensation audit have been completed. Preparation for the Spring Primary and the Spring Election is underway. Peggy reminded the board of the Town Caucus on Saturday, January 21 at 9:00 am.

Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported that as of December 31, 2016 the checking account balance was $150,064.16 and the equipment fund balance was $51,545.06. Tax collection is underway and the January settlement is due to the county, school districts and WITC on January 17.

Plan Commission: No report given.

Road report: Brad Huser reported on snow and ice removal and equipment breakdowns and repairs. Because of the amount of ice on the roads, he has upgraded the salt/sand mix to 25% salt.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
