
Town of Sand Lake
Town Board Meeting
Monday, February 13, 2017

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the February 13, 2017, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Ed Weber requested moving agenda item 1 (Swearing in of fire chiefs) to follow approval of the minutes. Motion to approve the agenda order with this change was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion to approve the minutes of the January 9, 2017, Town Board meeting was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

1. Swearing in of local fire chiefs: Allen Steiner, Webster Volunteer Fire Department Chief and Austin DeNotter, St. Croix Hertel Fire Department Chief were present and completed oaths of office for the Town of Sand Lake.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported he had consulted with Burnett County Highway Commissioner Mike Hoefs concerning the 2017 road bid requests. Martin Shutt will also be consulted. Results of the Town Caucus were reported: candidates at the Spring Election, April 4, 2017, for chair are Ed Weber and Lowell D. Rivard; for Supervisor candidates are Jerry Tjader, Amy Bruss and Lowell D. Rivard. Peggy Tolbert and Melanie Connor Johnson are candidates for Clerk and Treasurer, respectively. 

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported an inquiry has been made to a masonry repair company about the leakage in the town hall. Preparation for the next census is beginning. Because Republic Services has raised their rates again, Peggy will be speaking with other trash hauling vendors.

Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported that as of January 31, 2017, the checking account balance was $549,936.56 and the equipment fund balance was $61,549.29. Tax collection by the town is completed. The February tax settlement has not yet been made.

Motion to accept the clerk and treasurer reports was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported he had attended the St. Croix Hrtel Fire Department meeting.

Plan Commission: No report given.

Road report: Brad Huser reported he had helped develop the road project bid requests and the options for the Forestry grant. Brad reported on equipment repairs and plowing and sanding of town roads.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

2. Approval of operator licenses: motion to approve the operator license applications from Thomas Mrozik and Carrie Abrahamson was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Application fees were paid by Lilly Lake Tavern owners.
3. Renewal of UDC Inspector contract: Motion to approve a two-year contract with Jon Mattson, UDC Inspector, was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
4. 2017 Road projects
a. Forestry Grant project: Discussion of options ensued. Board consensus was to apply for Mallard Lake Cut Across.
b. TRIP Project: Board consensus was to apply for Leslie and Larrabee Roads.
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]Further discussion ensued on crushing vs. purchase of gravel. The pavement on Sand Lake Road by the culvert to Don Button’s driveway is breaking up. Ed Weber will ask Martin Shutt to make a recommendation. Bid requests for 2017 road projects will be finalized for publication and bid opening will be at the March 13, 2017, meeting.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
