Minutes – Annual Town Meeting


· The 2017 Annual Town Meeting of the Town of Sand Lake, Burnett County was called to order by Chair Ed Weber at 7:00 pm.  Board members and officers in attendance were Ed Weber, Supervisor Jerry Tjader, Supervisor Lowell Rivard, Clerk Peggy Tolbert and Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson.  Public notice of the meeting was confirmed. A list of other attendees is on file.

· Minutes of the 2016 Annual Meeting were reviewed.  Motion to accept the minutes from the 2016 Annual Meeting was made by Gordon Johnson, seconded by Dick Shutt.  Motion carried, voice vote. 

· Ed Weber welcomed town residents to the meeting and reviewed the rules of the annual meeting.  Ed reminded attendees to sign in. 2016 road projects were: Double Chip seal on 2 miles of Gaslyn Road and 1.4 miles on Normans Landing Road; Scrub seal on Dongola Road for 2.5 miles; Gravel on Shrider Road (in conjunction with Town of LaFollette). Ed noted the town had sought assistance from Martin Shutt concerning engineering of road projects. Ed noted that road project bids had been very close to estimates and the road project planning had improved in 2016. Ed noted that upgrades to the town shop were needed and that a well had been drilled. A request to FEMA for road damage that occurred in the 2016 June rain storm was being developed. It would be possible to receive up to 82% of the cost of repairs, or approximately $45,000.00. Ed highlighted meetings he or other supervisors regularly attended throughout the year, including the Webster and St. Croix/Hertel Fire department meetings and the WI Towns Association meetings. Ed reviewed the road projects planned for 2017: Chip sealing on Normans Landing Road from Sewell Road, and Okerlund, Fristed and Whistler Roads. Other projects include scrub seal on Peterson Road, Crack seal on Bass Lake and Austin Lake Roads, gravel on Larrabee Subdivision and Leslie Roads. Town shop upgrades will continue with installation of a concrete floor and insulation. Discussion ensued on safety upgrades that should be part of the town shop upgrade project.

· Melanie Johnson presented the 2016 Treasurer’s Report and answered questions from town residents. 

· Peggy Tolbert presented the 2016 Annual Financial Report and answered questions from town residents. Peggy also thanked Jim Shives and Dan Scully for the new lighted flag pole.

Matters for discussion and possible action:


1. Peggy Tolbert reviewed the current liquor licenses in the Town.  Mallard Lake Resort and Lily Lake Tavern have combination liquor and beer licenses.  Mallard Lake Resort and Lily Lake Tavern have operators’ licenses. Mary Lengsfeld made a motion to keep 2017 liquor, beer, operator and cigarette vendor license fees the same as 2016, i.e. $250 for liquor, $75 for beer, $50 for off sale wine, and $5 each for operator and cigarette vendor. Dick Shutt seconded the motion. Motion carried, voice vote.

2. $1,000.00 has been budgeted for donations in 2017.  Prior to the meeting, written requests for donations were received from Central Burnett County Fair Association and Restorative Justice of Northwest Wisconsin, Inc. The Burnett County Historical Society was mentioned as possible recipient of a donation. Following discussion, Dick Shutt made a motion to postpone action on donations until concerns about safety in the town shop were addressed. Motion was seconded by Pam Huser. Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy Tolbert reported $79.92 in surplus dog license funds had been returned to the town. Melanie Connor Johnson made a motion to donate the 2017 surplus dog license funds to the Humane Society of Burnett County, Inc. Mary Lengsfeld seconded the motion. Motion carried, voice vote.

3. Ed Weber explained town residents can vote to give the Town Board permission to borrow up to $20,000 in case of an emergency without calling a special town meeting. A motion to give the Town Board permission to borrow up to $20,000.00 for emergencies without electors’ approval was made by Dick Shutt, seconded by Barb Johnson. Motion carried, voice vote.

4. Peggy Tolbert reviewed the three physical locations in the town for posting legal notices: Kiezer Bridge, the Town Hall and the Town Shop. Notices are also published in the Advertiser and posted on the town website. Although the Advertiser is not considered a legal newspaper, posting notices in three physical locations satisfies the legal posting requirement.  A motion to continue to publish notices as a courtesy in the Advertiser, to post notices at three physical and on the town website was made by Mary Lengsfeld, seconded by Jim Tolbert.  Motion carried, voice vote. 

5. Following discussion of the gopher bounty, a motion to keep the 2017 gopher bounty at $3.00 was made by Dick Shutt, seconded by Jim Tolbert. Motion carried, voice vote.

6. Elector input: As noted above, electors expressed concern about the need for an eye wash station at the town shop and other safety concerns.
