Town Board Meeting
Tuesday, April 18, 2017

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the April 18, 2017, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 8:04 pm following the 2017 Annual Town Meeting. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Peggy Tolbert requested adding the oaths of office to the agenda.  Motion to approve the agenda order with this change was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote. Peggy Tolbert distributed certificates of election to each official and asked each one to read and sign the oath of office. Motion to approve the minutes of the March 13 and March 22, 2017, Town Board meetings was made Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported there was little to report beyond his Annual Meeting report. 

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert thanked Jim Shives and Dan Scully for installing a new lighted flagpole in front of the town hall. Peggy asked officials to indicate their preferred address, phone numbers and email addresses to be listed in the Burnett County Directory and provided to the Wisconsin Towns Association. Discussion ensued on attending the New and Continuing Town Officials workshops sponsored by the Towns Association. Lowell and Ed will attend the May 9, 2017 session in Rice Lake and Peggy will attend the May 10, 2017 session in Cable.

Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported that as of March 31, 2017, the checking account balance was $117,517.57 and the equipment fund balance was $61,558.25. The deadline to license dogs was April 1, 2017 and the delinquent dog list will be completed soon. Direct TV paid their outstanding personal property tax of $80.30.

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported he had attended the St. Croix Hrtel Fire Department meeting. An updated service agreement will be developed. Training at the new Hertel casino is scheduled. Lowell Rivard reported no progress had been made concerning a joint road project with the St. Croix Tribe.

Plan Commission: No report given.

Road report: Brad Huser reported due to logging activity on Emerson and Gaslyn Roads and on Normans Landing Road, spring weight restrictions are still in place on these roads. There has been some damage already and the loggers have been made aware of it. Brad reported on equipment maintenance. Joe Taylor has provided training on the grader.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. 2017 Road projects: Ed Weber reported on bids accepted at the March 22, 2017 meeting. Peggy Tolbert requested copies of the contracts and the certificates of insurance from the successful bidders.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Town Hall chimney repair bid from Advanced Masonry Repair: Peggy Tolbert shared the bid received from AMR for $6,300 for repair of the chimney in order to prevent further water damage to the interior of the town hall. AMR is the contractor doing work on masonry at the Burnet County Government Center. Discussion ensued on replacing the brick chimney with a metal chimney or accepting this bid in order to retain the character of the school house. Motion to accept the AMR bid was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote.
