Minutes 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Chair Ed Weber called the September 11, 2017, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present except Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the August 14, 2017, Town Board meeting was made by Lowell Rivard, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. A moment of silence was held in memory of 9/11 victims. There were no public comments.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber two fireworks permits had been issued the past week. Ed reported he and Road and Facilities Manager, Brad Huser had worked on various road issues. Following up on the board’s direction to look into partnering with Burnett County Highway in their gravel crushing bid, Ed reported on his conversation with County Highway Commissioner Mike Hoefs about that possibility. 

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported it had been a quiet month and had nothing of note to report.

Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson was absent but submitted her report. As of August 31, 2017, the checking account balance was $193,397.10 and the equipment fund balance was $61,581.47.  The County tax settlement was received and the amount is included in the August 31st amount. There was no further discussion on the equipment fund policy that had been distributed at the July meeting. Motion to adopt the policy was made by Lowell Rivard, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported he had attended the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department meeting. Discussion ensued on a possible LRIP-D project on Emerson Road. Lowell Rivard reported he had been unable to connect with tribal representatives about the status of Emerson Road.

Plan Commission: No report given.

Road report: Brad Huser reported that the concrete floor had been poured at the town shop. Fog seal and scrub seal projects had been completed. He also reported on FEMA projects and mowing.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. 2017 budget review – Peggy Tolbert had prepared a budget report showing income and expenses through September, 2017. Following discussion of anticipated 2017 road expenses, the board discussed scheduling a budget planning meeting.
2. 2017 road project updates – there was no further discussion beyond what had already been stated.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote.
