Town Board Meeting
November 13, 2017

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the November 13, 2017, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Lowell Rivard, seconded by Supervisor Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the October 9, 2017, Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote. Public Comments included a question from Pam Huser about mileage for driving Road and Facilities Manager Brad Huser to and from Rice Lake to drop off the dump truck for repair.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the October Towns Association meeting. The Town of Sand Lake was awarded two LRIP projects – pavement on Emerson Road and gravel on Mallard Lake Cut Across. Ed reported an extension to the FEMA projects. He also requested a bid for painting the town hall to be included in the 2018 town budget.  A bid for insulating the town shop had also been requested 

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported she had been working on the 2018 town budget and preparing the information needed by county to issue property tax statements.

Treasurer’s report: Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson reported as of October 31, 2017, the checking account balance was $65,335.41 and the equipment fund balance was $61,590.74.  Dog license funds have been settled with the county. Melanie requested input for the newsletter to be included with the tax statements. 

Supervisors’ reports: Jerry Tjader reported he had attended the St. Croix Hertel Fire Department meeting. The fire department is having issues with county dispatch.

Plan Commission: No report given.

Road report: Brad Huser reported on the FEMA project extension. The culvert on Okerlund Road is still blocked by a beaver.  The plow truck is in for repair but the sanding unit and plow are on. 

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Review town insurance policies – Rural Insurance agent Carl Thomfordha presented options for Rural Insurance to replace the Local Government Property Insurance fund. Board consensus was to remain with LGPIF for the time being.
2. Road Tour and Damage Assessment app – Burnett County Emergency Management Director Jim Tolbert was present to demonstrate an app he has developed which will aid municipalities with their road tours and road damage assessment
3. 2018 town budget and project discussion – Ed Weber will provide Peggy Tolbert with more detail on proposed 2018 road projects. The draft budget will be presented at the November 27, 2017 Public Hearing for review.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
