Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the February 12, 2018, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Lowell Rivard. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the December 11, 2017 Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Lowell Rivard. Motion carried voice vote. There were no public comments.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported on the Burnett County Towns Association, the LRIP projects the Town of Sand Lake has been awarded and informed the board of his intention to apply for a Burnett County Forestry grant to gravel Emerson Road. Ed reported on updated costs for insulating the garage doors. New bid from SeaClay Roofing and Spray Foam Insulation is $14,261.40 (previous bid was $11,600). Bids were also received for new doors – Arrow Building ($6828.11), Lake Country Door ($6850.00), NW Lumber ($6293.84) and Home Town Garage Doors ($6,220.00) Motion to accept the bid from NW Lumber was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote.  Motion by Ed Weber to increase the amount budgeted for the insulation to $14,261.40 to include new ceiling and insulation by SeaClay Roofing and Spray Foam Insulation was seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported on preparations for the Spring Primary Election on February 20, 2018 and for the Spring Election, April 3, 2018

Treasurer’s report: Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of January 31, 2018 was $547,905.56 and the equipment fund balance was $71,605.08. The checking account balance does not reflect the February tax settlements. Tax collection by the town ended on February 7, 2018. Future tax payments must be made to the Burnett County Treasurer’s office. Dog license collection is underway and fees are due by April. 

Supervisors’ reports: No reports were given.

Plan Commission: No report given.

Road report: Brad Huser reported on road conditions due to small nuisance snow fall. Routine maintenance was performed – the cold is affecting the machinery. The culvert on Gaslyn Road near Jackson Township is plugged with ice – Brad will try to open it up.

1. 2018 Road projects – Ed plans to have bid packages ready for the March meeting.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Lowell Rivard, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
