Town Board Meeting
March 20, 2018

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the March 20, 2018, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm. Officers present were Ed Weber, Jerry Tjader, Peggy Tolbert, Melanie Connor Johnson. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the February 12, 2018 Town Board meeting was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments addressed the resignation of Supervisor Lowell Rivard and nominations to replace him.

Chair’s report: Ed Weber reported a grant of up to $11,500 was awarded by the Burnett County Forestry Department. Ed noted the board would be working on an Emergency Preparedness plan and that communications about the 2020 census had been received. 

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported on preparations for the Spring Election, April 3, 2018. Peggy also reported problems with the website were preventing using the email notification feature. 

Treasurer’s report: Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of February 28, 2018 was $223,916.14 and the equipment fund balance was $71,610.02. Tax collection at the town level was completed as of February 7, 2018; any future tax payments are paid to the County Treasurer. Dog license collection is underway and fees are due by April. Motion by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader to accept clerk and treasurer reports. Motion carried, voice vote.

Supervisors’ reports: No reports were given.

Plan Commission: No report given.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Nominations for open supervisor seat – vacancy due to resignation: Motion to accept the resignation of Lowell Rivard was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to appoint Amy Bruss to complete the remainder of the term of office of the open supervisor seat was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
2. Set open book and board of review dates: Open book will be Friday, May 11, 6-8pm; Board of Review will be Monday, May 21, 6-8pm. There have been a few changes to the Board of Review.  Peggy will order training materials for all Board of Review participants to review.
3. 2018 Road projects
a. Forestry grant project – Emerson Road, 3’ compacted gravel:  Up to $11,500 was awarded.
b. Bid packages: bid notices will be prepared for graveling Leslie and Larabee Roads; scrub/fog seal on Normans Landing Road, ¼ mile north to 1/5 mile south of Gaslyn Road and 3” compacted gravel on .74 miles of Mallard Lake Cut Across. Discussion also ensued on the culverts on Sand Lake Road and Okerlund Road.
c. Approve operators license for Elizabeth Diane Byram: Motion to approve the operators license for Elizabeth Diane Byran was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
