Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the May 14, 2018, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were present. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Amy Bruss. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the April 17, 2018 Town Board meeting was made by Amy Bruss, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Chair’s Report: Ed Weber reported Greg Kohlweiss, new owner of Joe Klecker’s property, had inquired about the fence posts the town had agreed to reinstall. 

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported the annual financial report (Form CT) had been completed and submitted. Liquor license renewal applications had been received and after posting, the applications will be presented at the June town board meeting for approval. Peggy also reported on the April 26, 2018 Burnett County Towns Association meeting.

Treasurer’s report: Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of April 30, 2018 was $125,331.28 and the equipment fund balance was $71,620.80. Motion by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader to accept clerk and treasurer reports. Motion carried, voice vote.

Supervisors’ reports: Amy Bruss reported on the Webster Volunteer Fire Department meeting. Jerry Tjader reported he would be speaking to the Big Sand Lake Association about 2018 town road projects.

Plan Commission: No report given.

Road report: Brad Huser reported on grading and patching of town roads, the condition of the culvert on Okerlund Road and removal of beaver, preparation for the town shop to be insulated and roadside cleanup. The dock at Viola Lake was installed after the ice went out on the lake.  

Matters for discussion and possible action:

a. Road Project bid opening – bids received by 7:00 pm were opened.  Two bids were received for the LRIP project – Hopkins Sand and Gravel and Taylor Paving.  Bids for the other road projects were received from Burnett County Highway and Fahrner Asphalt. No decision was made; bids will be discussed during the Spring Road Tour, scheduled for Thursday, May 24 beginning at 8:30 a.m.
b. Stellrecht pit gravel discussion – following discussion no decision was made. 
c. Update on town shop upgrades – SeaClay is working on insulation. New doors have been installed. Plumbing and bathroom still to be decided.
d. Resolution – Authorizing Humane Society of Burnett County and others to collect dog license fees on behalf of the Town of Sand Lake. Peggy Tolbert reviewed the resolution. Motion to approve the resolution made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. 

Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Amy Bruss, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote.
