Town Board Meeting
July 9, 2018

Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the July 9, 2018, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were in attendance. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Amy Bruss. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the June 11, 2018 Town Board meeting was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber. Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Chair’s Report: Ed Weber reported that he had been monitoring the road construction projects.  There was minimal damage resulting from the mid-June rain storm.

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reported on preparations for the August 14, 2018 Partisan Primary Election.  Peggy also reminded the board that an air conditioner had been budgeted for the town hall and she would be looking into options prior to the August 14 primary.

Treasurer’s report: Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of June 30, 2018 was $115,215.27 and the equipment fund balance was $71,631.57. Motion by Amy Bruss, seconded by Jerry Tjader to accept clerk and treasurer reports. Motion carried, voice vote.

Supervisors’ reports: There were no supervisors’ reports

Plan Commission: No report given.

Road report: Brad Huser reported the grader had been repaired and returned; insulation of the town shop was completed; mowing of town roads was completed; and scrub seal on Normans Landing Road is done and the fog seal is scheduled to be done in a week. Brad reported on other road projects and minor storm damage. Hopkins Sand and Gravel completed the graveling of Larrabee and Leslie Roads but he and Ed Weber are not happy with the job and there are issues about billing the gravel supplied by Burnett County Highway.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Sheriff’s candidate Tracy Finch was present to discuss her bid for County Sheriff and to answer questions from the board and meeting attendees.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]2018 Road Project updates: No further discussion of road projects was necessary except that Ed Weber noted he had made an error in the bid on Normans Landing Road. The road length was ¼ mile short so he authorized an additional $4,500 for Farhner to complete the project. Ed reminded the board that the LRIP project is Mallard Lake Cut Across and Emerson Road and that there is an August 9th deadline for the FEMA project. 


Pay Bills: Peggy Tolbert presented invoices for payment. Motion to pay all bills as presented was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Amy Bruss. Motion carried, voice vote.
