Town Board Meeting

Agenda

Chair Ed Weber called the September 11, 2018 meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 pm.  All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting.  Supervisor Jerry Tjader made a motion to approve the agenda order. Supervisor Amy Bruss seconded the motion which carried, voice vote. Jerry Tjader made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 13, 2018 town board meeting. Ed Weber seconded the motion which carried, voice vote. There were no public comments. 

Ed Weber gave the chair’s report. He expressed disappointment with Hopkins Sand and Gravel’s work on Leslie and Larrabee Roads and asked for the board’s approval to send a letter to Rick Hopkins about the issues that were noted. Discussion of the proposed town clean up day ensued.  Board consensus was to cancel the event and to budget and plan for it in 2019.

Peggy Tolbert gave the clerk’s report. She asked Brad Huser about the details of his workers comp claim. Peggy reminded the board that 2019 town budget preparation should begin in October.  August 14, 2018 is the August partisan primary election.

Melanie Connor Johnson gave the treasurer’s  report.  As of August 31, 2018 the checking account balance was $59,655.00 and the equipment fund balance was $71,642.52. The August property tax settlement had been received but not yet deposited. The August settlement was $81,334.29.

Supervisor reports were given by Jerry Tjader and Amy Bruss. Jerry Tjader reported attending the St. Croix Hertel fire department meeting. The main topic was training.  Amy Bruss reported that the owners of the Lily Lake Tavern had inquired what was necessary to bring in exotic dancers to their bar. The town has no zoning so there are no permits required.

There was no planning commission report.

Road and facilities manager Brad Huser gave the road report. Fog seal on Birch Haven was completed by Scott Construction. Fahrner Asphalt still needs to complete the fog seal on Normans Landing Road. Casual employee Ty Olson’s last day is September 30, 2018. Road patching is still underway and grading needs to be done. Fence posts that were to be reinstalled have been for the most part. FEMA project paperwork will be completed this month.

Matters for discussion:
· Purchase of salt/sand spreader – following discussion of the need for a new auger Ed Weber made a motion to transfer $4,500.00 from the equipment fund to purchase a new stainless steel auger with hoses from the spreader to the truck for an additional $75.00.  Amy Bruss seconded the motion which carried, voice vote.
· Resolution for state highway funding – Ed Weber reviewed the proposed draft resolution.  Peggy Tolbert will finalize the resolution for approval at the October 8, 2018 meeting.
· 2018 Road Projects – besides the fog seal on Normans Landing Road, gravel still needs to be spread on Mallard Lake Cutacross and Emerson Roads. 

Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Amy Bruss made a motion to pay all bills as presented.  Jerry Tjader seconded the motion which passed, voice vote.

The meeting adjourned at 7:40 pm.
