Town Board Meeting
Tuesday , November 12, 2018

Minutes

Chair Ed Weber called the November 18, 2018 public hearing on the 2019 town budget to order at 7:00 pm.  All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the hearing.  Peggy Tolbert reviewed the proposed 2019 town budget and answered questions. There were no public comments. Public hearing was adjourned at 7:06 pm.

Ed Weber called the special town meeting to order at 7:06 pm.  All officers were present and public notice was confirmed. Peggy Tolbert explained that the allowable tax levy for 2018 property taxes to be paid in 2019 was $220,533.00. Following discussion of options for increasing the levy, Melanie Connor Johnson made a motion to set the levy at $220,533.00. Superior Jerry Tjader seconded the motion which carried, voice vote.  There will be an election for town officers at the Spring Election in 2019 so officers salaries need to be set. Peggy Tolbert proposed raising the town chair salary to $4,000, treasurer to $7,000,  clerk to $10,000 and each supervisor to $2,500. Jerry Tjader made a motion to approve the salary increases.  Supervisor Amy Bruss seconded the motion which carried, voice vote. The special town meeting was adjourned at 7:11 pm.

Ed Weber called the town meeting to order at 7:11 pm. All officers were present and public notice was confirmed. There were no public comments. Minutes from the October 10 and October 30, 2018 town board meetings were reviewed.  Motion to approve the minutes with a date correction was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Amy Bruss.  Motion carried, voice vote.

Ed Weber gave the chair’s report. Ed reported a call about beaver blocking the culvert on Sand Lake Drive.

Peggy Tolbert gave the clerk’s report. Peggy reported on the November 6 General Election and preparations for tax season

Melanie Connor Johnson gave the treasurer’s  report.  As of October 31, 2018 the checking account balance was $75,534.25 and the equipment fund balance was $71,653.30. Melanie also reported on tax season preparations and had a draft of the town newsletter for review.

Supervisor reports were given by Jerry Tjader and Amy Bruss. Jerry Tjader reported attending the St. Croix Hertel fire department meeting and had information about cleanup and recycling days.  Amy Bruss reported on the Wisconsin Towns Association Convention which she and Jim Paden attended on behalf of the Burnett County Unit.

There was no planning commission report.

Road and facilities manager Brad Huser gave the road report. The dump truck is back from repairs and the salt/sand attachment is being installed.  Sand/sand has been delivered.

Matters for discussion:
· Adoption of 2019 town budget- motion to adopt the proposed 2019 town budget was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader.  Motion carried, voice vote
· Treasurer’s tax collection bond – motion to purchase a treasurers tax collection bond again this year was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber.  Motion carried, voice vote.

Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Jerry Tjader made a motion to pay all bills as presented.  Amy Bruss seconded the motion which passed, voice vote.
