Town Board Meeting
Monday, March 11, 2019

Minutes

Chair Ed Weber called the March 11, 2019 Town board meeting to order at 6:03 pm.  All officers except Supervisor Jerry Tjader were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Supervisor Amy Bruss.  Motion carried, voice vote. Minutes from the January 14, 2019 Town board meeting were reviewed.  The February Town Board meeting had been cancelled so there are no minutes. Motion to approve the minutes was made by Amy Bruss, seconded by Ed Weber.  Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments. 

Ed Weber reported not much had happened and he had not attended the January Towns Association meeting.

Peggy Tolbert gave the clerk’s report. The April 2, 2019 Spring Election is coming up; preparations are underway and absentee ballots are available. Discussion ensued on the posting board at Kiezer Bridge.  It has been repeatedly vandalized and is unusable again. Suggestion was made to designate the Lily Lake Inn as a third posting location.  That idea will be presented at the upcoming Annual Meeting.

Melanie Connor Johnson gave the treasurer’s report.  As of February 28, 2019 the checking account balance was $122,393.14 and the equipment fund balance was $62,6672.73. Melanie also reported on tax collections by the Town Treasurer are complete. 100% of personal property tax was collected. All January and February tax settlements have been made. Dog license collection is ongoing.

Supervisors reports – there were no supervisors’ reports.

There was no planning commission report.

Road Report - Road and facilities manager Brad Huser reported on snowplowing town roads. Salt/sand is no longer available from the county. The wing blade needed replacing. The meeting on the shared mower clarified procedures; minutes of that meeting are being circulated amongst the chairs of towns that jointly own the mower – Sand Lake, Meenon and Lincoln. Brad has been working on the bathroom in the town shop as time allows.

Jerry Tjader arrived at the meeting at approximately 6:30 pm.

Matters for discussion:
· Set Open Book and Board of Review dates – Town Assessor Bob Pardun was present and suggested Friday May 10, 6-8 pm for Open Book and Monday, May 20, 6-8 for Board of Review.  
· Town clean-up, Saturday May 18 discussion – Supervisor Jerry Tjader isfinalizing the flyer which will be available at the April 2, 2019 election, on the website and as an ad in the Advertiser.
· Discussion of establishing a Health Savings Account (HSA) – during the January 24, 2019 closed session, the board approved creating an HSA for Brad Huser. Brad will contribute $50 per pay period and the town will match that amount. The HSA has been opened at Community Bank. Other decisions made at the closed session were to increase Brad’s pay by $.50/hour ($.75 per overtime hour) and to make it retroactive to the first of the year.
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· 2019 Road Projects – following discussion the following road projects will be put out for bids to be opened at the April 16, 2019 Town Board meeting:
· Mallard Lake Cut Across (LRIP project)
· Emerson Road (County Forestry grant project)
· Okerlund Road – 2 culverts
· Dongola Road – 1 culvert
· Viola Lake Road – fog, crack and chip seal
· Sand Lake Road – fog, chip seal and wedge (may have a wait until 2020 for this project)

Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Jerry Tjader made a motion to pay all bills as presented.  Amy Bruss seconded the motion which passed, voice vote.

The meeting adjourned at 7:04 pm.
