Minutes 

Chair Ed Weber called the May 13, 2019, meeting of the Sand Lake Town Board to order at 7:00 p.m. All officers were in attendance. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Amy Bruss. Motion carried, voice vote. Motion to approve the minutes of the April 16, 2019 Town Board meeting was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. Resident Gary Pavlicek commented on conditions on Sand Lake Road.  

Chair’s Report: Ed Weber reported on the quarterly meeting of the Burnett County unit of the Wisconsin Towns Association. 

Clerk’s report: Peggy Tolbert reminded the board of the Board of Review on Monday, May 20, 2019 at 6:00 pm. Liquor license renewals for Mallard Lake Family Resort and Lily Lake Tavern are being processed. The town’s annual financial report will be completed and filed this week.

Treasurer’s report: Melanie Connor Johnson reported the checking account balance as of April 30, 2019 was $107,985.38 and the equipment fund balance was $62,682.15. 

Supervisors’ reports: Amy Bruss reported she would be attending the new town officials’ workshop.

Plan Commission: No report given.

Road report: Brad Huser reported that Ty Olson will begin work again on Tuesday, May 14. Discussion ensued on approving a stairway being built inside the town shop to replace a ladder.  Motion to approve the stairway at a cost of up to $200 plus supplies was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Amy Bruss. Motion carried, voice vote. The Spring Road Tour is scheduled for Wednesday, May 15.

Matters for discussion and possible action:

1. Town road clean-up/recycle day May 18, 2019 – Jerry Tjader reported on plans
2. Bid opening – revised bids for the Viola Lake Road project based on discussion after the April 16 meeting were received from Scott Construction (double chip/fog seal with hot mix) for $33,449.00 and from Fahrner Asphalt Co. (scrub/fog sea) for $24,439.36.  Motion to accept Fahrner’s bid was made by Amy Bruss, seconded by Jerry Tjader.  Motion carried, voice vote. Fahrner representative present stated the work could begin first part of the summer.
