Town Board Meeting
Monday, August 12, 2019

Minutes

Chair Ed Weber called the August 12, 2019 Town board meeting to order at 7:00pm.  All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber.  Motion carried, voice vote. Minutes from the July 8, 2019, Town board meeting was reviewed.  Motion to approve the minutes was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber.  Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments. 

Ed Weber gave the chair’s report and reported on the Webster Fire Department meeting..  

Peggy Tolbert gave the clerk’s report and reported on the Polk Burnett pre-buy propane offer. The town budget year to date was reviewed.

Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson gave the treasurer’s  report.  As of July 31, 2019 the checking account balance was $100,008.73 and the equipment fund balance was $62,696.37. The August property tax settlement is due from the county in early August. 

Supervisor Jerry Tjader reported on the St. Croix Hertel fire department meeting. Amy Bruss reported on the Burnett County unit of the Wisconsin Towns Association meeting.  Town of Sand Lake was chosen to aren’t the annual Towns Association conference in October. 

There was no planning commission report.

Road and facilities manager Brad Huser reported on work done during the month: cleaning up downed trees, patching, vehicle maintenance and culvert cleaning. Mallard Lake Cut Across graveling to be done soon.  The shared mower is being maintained so mowing is on hold.

Matters for discussion:
· Viola Lake Dock discussion – following discussion the board directed Brad Huser to develop a protection plan and Peggy Tolbert to look into insurance for the dock.  The board will approach the Viola Lake Association about cost sharing
· Disposal of tires – Brad reported on an offer to dispose of the old tires stored behind the Town shop.  Total cost is estimated at $762.50.  Motion to dispose of the tires was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Amy Bruss. Motion carried, voice vote. 
· Skid steer purchase proposal – Justin Nelson from Frontier Equipment was present. They are offering a 2-year old John Deere skid steer with an angle broom and extended warranty for $49,000. Discussion ensued on possible purchase plans including using $34,000 from the equipment fund and financing the remainder. The final purchase plan will be an agenda item at the September Town Board meeting. 
· Set 2020 Town Recycle/Clean Up Day date – following discussion, June 13, 2020 was chosen for the Recycle/Clean Up Day date.
· 5 year road work planning date – the board will meet on Monday, August 26, 2019 at 9 am to develop a five-year road work plan.
· Attendance at the Wisconsin Towns Association state conference – Amy Bruss was chosen the the Burnett County unit to attend the conference in October and will pay conference fees.  Motion for the town to pay Amy an additional $200 for out of pocket expenses was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader. Motion carried, voice vote. 
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Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Jerry Tjader made a motion to pay all bills as presented.  Ed Weber seconded the motion which passed, voice vote.
