Town Board Meeting
Tuesday, September 10 , 2019

Minutes

Chair Ed Weber called the September 10, 2019 Town Board meeting to order at 7:00pm.  All officers were present. Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson was absent. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber.  Motion carried, voice vote. Minutes from the August 12, 2019, Town Board meeting were reviewed.  Motion to approve the minutes was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber.  Motion carried, voice vote. Public comments were heard from Secluded Land Company.

Ed Weber gave the chair’s report and reported on issues related to the dock on Viola Lake. A Five-year Road plan was developed at the August 26,  2019 meeting of the Town Board.  Costs need to be determined for each project. Ed contacted the Board of Commissioners about a loan to purchase the skid steer.

Peggy Tolbert gave the clerk’s report and reported on a possible special primary and the Special Election to  fill State Senator Sean Duffy’s seat.  Peggy also reported on insurance issues related to the Viola Lake Dock. 

Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson had prepared the treasurer’s  report for distribution.  As of August 31, 2019 the checking account balance was $149,616.69 and the equipment fund balance was $68,201.44.

Supervisor Jerry Tjader reported on the St. Croix Hertel fire department meeting. Amy Bruss asked if there were any topics she should look into while attending the Wisconsin Towns Association State meeting.

There was no planning commission report.

Road and facilities manager Brad Huser reported on work done during the month: tree removal, patching, electrical in the shop.  Culverts on Okerlund and Dongola Roads were being done. Mower should be available soon.  Crushing has been delayed.

Matters for discussion:

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Purchase and financing proposal – John Deere Skid steer: Justin Nelson from Frontier Equipment was present to review the updated quote.  With features discussed, purchase price is $52,479.00 with delivery mid-late October. Following discussion, Amy Bruss made a motion to purchase the skid steer as quoted with 3 options and to use $34,000 from the equipment fund and finance the remainder. Ed Weber seconded the motion which carried, voice vote.

Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Ed Weber made a motion to pay all bills as presented.  Jerry Tjader seconded the motion which carried, voice vote.

The meeting adjourned at 7:52 pm.
