Town Board Meeting
Monday, October 14, 2019

Minutes

Chair Ed Weber called the October 14, 2019 Town Board meeting to order at 6:00 pm.  Supervisor Amy Bruss was absent due to attendance at the Wisconsin Towns Association Annual Meeting; all other officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber.  Motion carried, voice vote. Minutes from the September 10, 2019, Town Board meeting were reviewed.  Motion to approve the minutes was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber.  Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Ed Weber gave the chair’s report and reported on the Webster Fire Association meeting and their 2020 budget.

Peggy Tolbert had nothing to report for the clerk’s report.

Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson gave the treasurer’s  report.  As of September 30, 2019 the checking account balance was $138,501.52 and the equipment fund balance was $68,206.41. The 2018 final dog tag report was submitted to the Burnett County Clerk.

Supervisor Jerry Tjader reported the St. Croix Hertel fire department meeting did not have a quorum so was unable to meet.

There was no planning commission report.

Road and facilities manager Brad Huser reported on work done during the month: fuel tank was replaced on dump truck; scrap tires were picked up; skid steer will be delivered next week; fence posts will be reinstalled for a resident on Normans Landing Road.

Matters for discussion:

1. Resolution to approve $20,000 loan from the BCPL State Loan Fund to finance a portion of the purchase of a John Deere Skid steer – Peggy Tolbert reviewed the BCPL documents and assisted the supervisors with their required actions. Jerry Tjader presented and read the resolution at the meeting, a copy of which is attached to these minutes.  The resolution passed, voice vote was recorded: Ed Weber – yes; Jerry Tjader – yes; Amy Bruss – absent. Peggy Tolbert will assemble the required supporting materials and submit the packet as soon as possible,
2. LRIP project application – following discussion, two paving projects were identified for LRIP projects for 2020-2021 – Sand Lake Road and Emerson Road from the bridge to County Road X.
3. Gravel crushing – following discussion it was determined Ed Weber will discuss gravel crushing with the Burnett County Highway Commissioner, Mike Hoefs.
4. Preliminary 2020 Town budget discussion – the following items were identified for possible inclusion in the 2020 Town budget: new box for dump truck ($23,000); purchase of used mower from Town of Jackson ($30,000-$40,000); extension of part time laborer to year round; Sand Lake Road paving project ($100,000); crack seal project on Compeau Road ($10,000); Viola Lake dock repair or replacement ($5,000); Town hall exterior painting and interior repair ($5,000).

Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Ed Weber made a motion to pay all bills as presented.  Jerry Tjader seconded the motion which carried, voice vote.
