Town Board Meeting
Monday, November 11, 2019

Minutes

Chair Ed Weber called the November 11, 2019 Town Board meeting to order at 6:00 pm.  All other officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber.  Motion carried, voice vote. Minutes from the October 14, 2019, Town Board meeting were reviewed.  Motion to approve the minutes was made by Jerry Tjader, seconded by Supervisor Amy Bruss.  Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Ed Weber gave the chair’s report and reported on the meeting of the Burnett County unit of the WI Towns Association on a October 24, 2019. The additional road project submitted for LRIP funds was not chosen as all towns eligible had submitted projects. Amy Bruss has reported on the WTO state conference. Ed reported on the new MLS grant program and discussion ensued on possible projects.  Grant deadline is December 6, 2019 and the grant is 90/10 monies. Ed also reported We were a bit late on our request but Burnett County Highway Department will be getting enough to make it available to the towns.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Peggy Tolbert reported on the status of the BCPL loan request and the WI Election Commission election security subgrant.  Correspondence from Dennis Quinn and Larsen Public Library was shared.

Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson gave the treasurer’s  report.  As of October 31, 2019 the checking account balance was $103,181.87 and the equipment fund balance was $68,209.30. Melanie asked for input for the town newsletter to be included with tax statements.

Supervisor reports: Jerry Tjader reported on the St. Croix Hertel fire department meeting and noted that the town board would be invited to the fire department Christmas dinner.  Amy Bruss reported on a bid from Universal Truck Equipment for the new box for the truck.  Monroe Trucks bid is lower. 

There was no planning commission report.

Road and facilities manager Brad Huser reported on work done during the month: final grading of town roads, graveling, roadside cleanup, preparation for snow plowing and salt/sand delivery

Matters for discussion:

· 2020 town budget discussion: Peggy Tolbert reviewed the budget draft. Following discussion a few revisions were made.  The Public Hearing on the 2020 Town Budget will be on December 9, 2019 with the Special Town Meeting to approve the 2019 Tax Levy payable in 2020 and the Monthly town board meeting immediately following.
· The Election Security subgrant discussion. The purpose of the grant was discussed. Peggy Tolbert has submitted the paperwork and funds are expected shortly.  Peggy will research vendors before the December town board meeting.
· Tax Collectors bond:  motion to purchase a tax collectors bond was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader.  Motion carried, voice vote.
· 2019/2020 road projects: no further discussion was needed. 

Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Amy Bruss  made a motion to pay all bills as presented.  Jerry Tjader seconded the motion which carried, voice vote.
