Town Board Meeting
Monday, May 11, 2020

Minutes

Chair Ed Weber called the May 11, 2020 Town Board meeting to order at 6:00 pm.  All officers were present. Clerk Peggy Tolbert confirmed public notice of the meeting. Motion to approve the agenda order was made by Supervisor Jerry Tjader, seconded by Ed Weber.  Motion carried, voice vote. Minutes from the March 9, 2020 Town Board Meeting were reviewed.  Motion to approve the minutes was made by Ed Weber, seconded by Jerry Tjader.  Motion carried, voice vote. There were no public comments.

Ed Weber gave the chair’s report:  Ed reported on discussions with Burnett County Highway Commissioner Mike Hoefs about a LRIP project on Emerson Road to use surplus funds and a request from the Mallard Lake Association about posting a no wake notice.

Peggy Tolbert reminded the board about the upcoming Board of Review on May 18, 2020 and reported she had signed off on the Centurylink request. Preparations for the May 12, 2020 Special Election were complete.

Treasurer Melanie Connor Johnson gave the treasurer’s report.  Due to the late arrival of banking information, there was no treasurer’s report. The clerk’s bank reconciliation shows that the checking account balance as of April 30, 2020 was $213,143.17 and the equipment fund balance was $35,722.19

Supervisor reports: Amy Bruss reported that the Burnett County Unit of the Towns Association had not met in April but would resume regular meeting schedule in July.

There was no planning commission report.

Road and facilities manager Brad Huser reported on work done during the month: Grading, hauling gravel, replacement of the town hall door, landscaping around the town hall, removal of the old swing set. Brad reported the new box for the dump truck should be coming soon. Discussion of purchase of the mower from the Town of Jackson ensued. 

Matters for discussion:
· Set date for Annual Town Meeting – date was set for Monday, July 13, 2020 at 6:00 pm., followed by the regular monthly board meeting
· Set liquor license fees – board consensus was to leave the license fees the same as 2019 - $250 for liquor and $75 for beer.  Fees can be deferred this year until 12/31/2020.
· Review of 2020 road projects – Sand Lake Road; Emerson Road (LRIP), and Okerlund Road
· Discussion of recycle/clean up date – board consensus is to cancel the event this year

Peggy Tolbert presented bills for payment.  Jerry Tjader made a motion to pay all bills as presented.  Amy Bruss seconded the motion which carried, voice vote.
